	          Course Work

Requirement:
	This is a pass/fail course and will require you to attend the course in its entirety.  Students will be evaluated on their ability to perform specific tasks.  

· Presentation skills, professionalism, and communication skills will be evaluated.

· The student must be able to plan, instruct, and evaluate tactical firearms exercises which incorporate multiple shoot and no shoot targets, weapon manipulation, movement, cover, concealment, low light, unusual positions, and decision making regarding weapon and ammunition selection.

· The student must be able to diagnose shooter errors and coordinate remediation to correct those errors. 

Students should be prepared to invest time “after-hours” to research and complete assignments. 


	Course Format:
	Classroom lecture, discussions, participation in work groups, critical scene examinations, and live and dry fire range exercises.     



	Required Ammunition: 
Required Equipment:

	500 Rounds Handgun Ammunition. 
1. Department approved Handgun w/ three magazines.

2. 500 rounds of handgun ammunition.

3. 25 rounds of inert “Dummy” cartridges. 

4. Duty belt with agency approved holster and magazine pouches.

5. Duty flashlight w/ backup light recommended.

6. Eye protection and ear protection.

7. Clothing suitable for outdoor training which may involve inclement weather. 

8. BDU type pants w/ cargo pockets.

9.   Body armor or Ballistic Range Vest.
