This equipment list is the minimum requirements that all departments should have to photograph scenes properly.


If you are not sure what these items are,  just Google these items or contact instructor.

EQUIPMENT:
1 – DSLR camera (one that you can change lenses on)

1 – External Flash (one that has manual mode as well as auto, one that is designed for your digital camera.

(please don’t bring a flash that you used with your film camera, it won’t work properly.)

1 – Off camera flash cord (from flash to camera) Minimum 2 ½ - 3 feet long

1 – General purpose lens (probably the one that came with the camera) somewhere between 18mm-55mm

1 – Macro lens (a lens capable of shooting 1:1 for latent’s) or Close up diopter or close up lens filters

(the lens will be most expensive, the lens close up filters will be the cheapest)

1 – Sturdy Lateral tripod with head or regular sturdy tripod with pistol grip head. (this is used for shoe & tracks)

1 – Camera Charger
1 – Remote shutter release or shutter release cord (if cord minimum 3’ long)

1 – Camera and Flash Manual (if you don’t have, download from internet)

1 – A small 3-6 inch powerful push button flashlight (these will be attached to flash with Velcro in class)

1 – Umbrella

1 – Video cord (goes from your camera to TV, yellow on one side, probably came with camera)

1 – “L” shaped ruler, 12 -16 inches long “white” on one side “black” on the other or a grey ruler.

1–   4 GB camera card or 2 – 2 GB cards
