	Attendees are to report to class on Monday, March 25, at 7:45 AM to the Sharpshooting Indoor Range & Gun Shop located at N 1200 Freya, in Spokane, WA. All students must come to class ready to shoot the entrance qualification test.

	$750. (Students must provide their own weapon and ammunition.)  The fee is non-refundable. All students are required to bring payment to class. Cash, check, or money order only.

· Handgun and duty belt with holster
· At least two extra magazines

· Two duty flashlights, or one duty flashlight and one backup

· Eye protection (including clear glasses for night firing)

· Ear muffs and/or earplugs

· Weapon cleaning equipment

· Clipboard (this is a must for note-taking and course scoring)

· Note paper (three-hole punched)

· Pencils and pens

· Whistle

· Plastic red or blue gun

· A minimum of 10 dummy rounds for semi-automatic pistol

· Baseball cap

· Body armor

	The following ammunition is REQUIRED

Minimum 1000 LEAD FREE rounds for primary handgun (or Full Metal Jacket)

	Documents:
	The following document is REQUIRED
Signed WSCJTC waiver form to fill out at the beginning of class.  

	Optional:
	The following equipment is recommended
· Water bottle

· Knee pads

· Elbow pads

· Concealed carry holsters if own them

· Shot timer

	Course Work Requirement:
	Score at least 85% on the WSCJTC standard pistol course.

Score at least 80% on the written test.
To successfully complete this course, students will be required to meet all listed requirements, plus they will be evaluated on their presentation skills, professionalism, communication, and overall attitude.

	Night Shoot:
	There will NOT be a separate night shoot; dim light shooting techniques will be incorporated into the normal class schedule.

	Course Format:
	This course emphasizes tactics for armed private security guards, investigators, and bail bond recovery agents.  The physical demands will be high. 



	Ammunition Note:
