	Course Work Requirement:
	Score at least 85% on the WSCJTC standard pistol course.

Score at least 80% on the written test

Accomplish a “speed” load in 2.5 seconds.

Accomplish a “tactical” load in 4.5 seconds.

Clear a “type one malfunction” in 2 seconds.

Clear a “type two malfunction” in 2 seconds.

Clear a “type three malfunction” in 7 seconds.

Demonstrate correct modern “Weaver” and “Isosceles” stances and explain strengths and weaknesses of each.

Demonstrate five different basic shooting positions.

Demonstrate the correct use of cover.

Demonstrate proficiency with at least one flashlight technique from each side of the handgun.

To successfully complete this course, students will be required to meet all listed requirements, plus they will be evaluated on their presentation skills, professionalism, communication, and overall attitude.



	Night Shoot:
	There will NOT be a separate night shoot; dim light shooting techniques will be incorporated into the normal class schedule.



	Course Format:
	This course emphasizes tactics for armed private security guards, investigators, and Bail Recovery Agents.  The physical demands will be high.
