EQUIPMENT 
NEEDS: It is understood that some agencies will not have some of the recommended equipment, 

and efforts will be made to pair students lacking equipment with students who are 
equipped. The Commission will not provide equipment to students. BE PREPARED:  

 
 ***Students must know the knowledge of operating and working their cameras,  
 in addition, you must also bring a large note pad to map crime scene diagrams. *** 
 

 
The following is a list of desired equipment: 

 
1.  Department Digital Camera with both manual and automatic mode. If department 
uses print film camera, that is acceptable; however, there is no film development for this 
course.  
2.   Shutter release cable, 12” long.  OPTIONAL 
3. Tripod for camera. OPTIONAL 
4. On/Off Camera Flash Units 
5. Extra batteries for Flash and Camera 
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6. Accessory Lenses. OPTIONAL 
7. Sketching Supplies: ¼” graph paper, ruler with ½” scale, #2-black lead pencil, 

templates, drawing compass or any other drawing equipment, if available. 
8. Steel Tape Measure - 25’, 50’, or 100’. 
9. Evidence Placards/Markers 
10. Evidence Packaging Materials (bags, tape, etc) 

 
 

SMOKING/
