This 3-day program is designed to provide Non-Spanish-speaking police officers with 
functional skills in Spanish. The program utilizes phonetic encoding to address the 
most important Spanish commands, questions, and phrases critical to police work.    
No prior knowledge of Spanish is necessary. 
 
Upon completion, participants will be able to use Spanish to: disarm a suspect; make 
arrests and ID individuals; stop and search a vehicle; conduct field sobriety tests; issue 
warrants; assist in emergencies; read the Miranda warnings; render aid to victims; 
manage prisoners and bystanders. 
 
Participants will receive a 97-page manual with accompanying CD’s, and a wallet-sized 
Miranda Warning & Waiver Card during the instruction.
