Use of Force Issues, Liability, and LETTS

Or

How Plaintiffs’ Attorneys Will Attack You and What You Can Do About It

This presentation will discuss the Dynamic Resistance-Response Model (DRM), a modern Use of Force model which more accurately depicts an encounter between a resisting subject and an officer.  The DRM provides specific options to officers, properly focuses the review of a Use of Force incident on the offender’s level of resistance, clearly demonstrates the officer’s objective is to gain control and compliance, and reduces the officer’s and department’s liability.  Traditional Use of Force continuums incorrectly first focus on the officer’s level of force and indicate an ever-escalating use of force.

Also to be discussed are the public’s perception of a Use of Force encounter, Use of Force policy, court decisions affecting our Use of Force training, how plaintiffs’ attorneys attack us in excessive force claims, and how to combat lawsuits.  The discussion will close with a presentation of the Law Enforcement Training and Tracking System (LETTS).  LETTS is a web-based, modern defensive tactics training system adhering to a Risk Management approach and based upon substantial research and current court decisions.  LETTS also automatically tracks, documents, and retrieves training data to ensure compliance with the law. 

Speaker Biography
Chuck Joyner is a recognized expert in the field of Use of Force.  He has lectured throughout the U.S. and internationally on a myriad of law enforcement topics to include Use of Force, self-defense, tactics, the survival mindset, and leadership.  He is the creator of the Dynamic Resistance-Response Model (DRM), which first appeared in the September 2007 issue of the FBI Law Enforcement Bulletin.  He is a contributor to law enforcement publications and recently authored the book, Advanced Concepts in Defensive Tactics: A Survival Guide for Law Enforcement, which will be published by CRC Press in late 2010.
Chuck was employed by the CIA from 1983 to 1987 and has been a Special Agent with the FBI since 1987, serving primarily in the criminal and training programs.  He is a FBI Master Police Instructor and holds FBI instructor certifications in Firearms, Defensive Tactics, Tactical, Chemical Agents, Physical Fitness, and General Police instruction.  He is a Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST) certified SWAT, Sniper, and Baton instructor.  He is also a certified TASER instructor and ASP baton instructor.
