Additional

Requirements:
For those students from Western Washington agencies as part of the acceptance of the undercover school the students are required to come back and role play for scenarios for 2 of the next 4 undercover schools (this would be 6 days over a 2 year period).  This is considered additional "free" training for the agency.  The undercover school is designed to give students "Basic" undercover training while the "scenario role playing" is designed to give them the "advanced" side of the undercover training.  If they do not complete this portion of "free training", their agency maybe precluded from sending additional students.
