Interview Techniques and Deception Detection-Part II Advanced - is a comprehensive course introducing cognitive interviewing techniques, micro-expressions, victim interviews and interview structure along with a review of Part I basic lessons to maximize the interviewer’s skills resulting in a greater potential when determining deceptive individuals and securing a legal confession.  This “hands on” course provides the participants the opportunity to use skills and techniques learned in the basic and advanced portions along with their own personal style during video and role player practical exercises.  Participants will be interviewers and interviewees during practical exercises and will evaluate one another’s interview skills along with instructor staff input.  It is recommended participants have previously participated in the Part I instruction but it is not required to take part in this course.
Biography of Special Agent James Mostyn

Special Agent Mostyn began his law enforcement career in 1995 with the US Border Patrol in Laredo, Texas.  In 1997, he was promoted to INS Special Agent and was assigned to the Riker’s Island Prison Unit of Criminal Alien Section of the New York City District.  In 2000, Agent Mostyn came to the ATF in Burlington, Vermont where he worked until 2005 when he was promoted to the Resident Agent in Charge of the Hartford, Connecticut Violent Crime Impact Team where he supervised a specialized team of ATF agents, Hartford Police Detectives, and US Marshals.  Agent Mostyn is an interviewing techniques instructor for the ATF at their national academy as well as the Project Safe Neighborhoods program, teaching interviewing and deception detection techniques to Federal, state, & local law enforcement officers across the Unites States, Caribbean, and Canada.  Agent Mostyn is currently assigned as the Resident Agent in Charge of the Burlington, Vermont Field Office.
