This program provides information on the history and policy relating to the LEOKA (Law Enforcement Officers Killed & Assaulted) Program. The emphasis of the presentation will be focused on the final companion study which was concluded in 2006, and resulted in a publication titled Violent Encounters. This study examines 40 incidents where police officer survived life threatening attacks. Demographic and behavioral descriptors for the victim officers and the offenders were developed and will be presented.
What is LEOKA?
The FBI’s Law Enforcement Officers Killed and Assaulted (LEOKA) program is a nation-wide law enforcement safety initiative.  Ongoing research is dedicated to our nation’s law enforcement professionals who continue to make sacrifices in serving and protecting society.  The FBI-LEOKA Safety/Street Survival Training program is designed to assist military and law enforcement managers, trainers, and personnel in the identification of training issues for the purpose of preventing the deaths and/or serious injuries of military and law enforcement personnel.  This program is based on more than twenty years of research by the FBI in collaboration with local, state, and federal law enforcement agencies throughout the United States.
Guest Speaker – Marcus Young
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Marcus Young is a 20-year veteran of law enforcement.  In 2004, the International Association of Chiefs of Police recognized Marcus as the Officer of the Year.  President George W. Bush and Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger awarded Marcus with a Medal of Valor following an officer involved shooting incident.

Marcus has presented to numerous audiences nationally to include the following organizations:  Arizona POST, California Narcotic Officers’ Association, Federal Law Enforcement Training Center, Illinois Tactical Officers’ Association, International Association of Law Enforcement Firearms Instructors, International Law Enforcement Educators and Trainers Association, National Rifle Association, Northern California Gang Investigators Association and the U.S. Drug Enforcement Agency.
