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COMPLEX LATENT PRINT

SUFFICIENCY: THE THRESHOLD?


Determining latent sufficiency (How Much Is There and Is It Enough) is an area of Latent Print Analysis that is one of the most difficult concepts to teach or explain. Also it is a topic that Latent Print Examiners have the most common disagreement with. Over the past 20 years the criteria for determining “how much is enough” has certainly changed from a traditional point of view to today’s contemporary view. We will explore this change and see where we are today. Consider these sufficiency concepts:

1. Is the first step in the analysis process to determine if the latent impression is sufficient for identification (individualization)? 

2. If the latent impression is determined to be not sufficient for individualization/identification the examination is completed and no further steps are made:                 TRUE OR FALSE

3. If a latent print cannot be individualized or excluded to one person, then what? 

This two-day workshop focuses on the analysis of the ACE-V methodology as it pertains to sufficiency.
