On March 9, 2011 from 8 am to 4 pm the Kent Police Training Center will be hosting the FBI NICS Training, presented by the FBI NICS training team. 

The National Instant Criminal Background Check System (NICS) is a computerized system designed to immediately identify those persons   who are disqualified from receiving or possessing firearms by conducting a search of available records.

  WHO SHOULD ATTEND THE NICS TRAINING?

Anyone trained in ACCESS/NCIC systems, including Support Services, Enforcement, Custody and Emergency Services staff that conduct background checks for permit and firearm purchases.

WHAT TYPE OF TOPICS DO WE TRAIN?

The NICS was established to identify those individuals whose possession of a firearm would violate Section 922 (g) or (n) (Federal Prohibitors) of Title 18, the United States Code (U.S.C.) or state law.  The training topics will consist of the following:  

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1NICS 101 - This session will provide the attendee a general overview of the NICS.  The session will concentrate on how the NICS began, what is involved, and where it is today.  

This session will also give an overview of the Voluntary Appeal File (VAF) and how promoting this file within your state can assist in the research of your Concealed Pistol License checks as well as handgun transfers.  The VAF is a separate file checked by the NICS, consisting of information submitted by individuals who the NICS Sections has determined through research not to be federally prohibited from purchasing or possessing a firearm.  This session provides information regarding The Gang File and The Known or Appropriately Suspected Terrorist File.  This session will not only provide instruction on how to handle a hit in one of these hot files located in the National Crime Information Center (NCIC)  but also will show how your agency can enter gang members into The Gang File.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Federal Prohibitors - This session will give the attendee an in-depth review of all the ten federal prohibitors and what criteria is necessary to qualify under each category.

This session will also explore the requirements to check with the United States Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) on the eligibility of a non-U.S. citizen to purchase a firearm and the interpretation of the responses received from the ICE.

There are also example records after each prohibitor which will be used in exercises on the application of each prohibitor.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The NICS Index - This session looks at what information is contained in the NICS Index and what information is necessary to contribute to the NICS Index.

Accessing the  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1NICS - This session is a brief review of system misuses.  This includes the “do's” and “don’ts” of a NICS user.
