Washington State Parks and the Grant County Sheriff’s Office will co-host the training course CJTC 6401- Personal Watercraft Operation for Law Enforcement on May 18 in Moses Lake at the Grant CSO office located at 1274 Lowry Street, Moses Lake.   

The course is for full-time and reserve officers assigned to their agency marine patrol program.  The prerequisite for attendance is CJTC 0460 Basic Marine Law Enforcement or equivalent. Officers who apply to take this course must be in excellent physical condition to complete required exercises and be comfortable swimming in cold water and underwater.  There is no cost to attend the class.  
The course is eight hours in length and includes classroom lecture and vessel operation exercises.  At the completion of the course students will understand and be able to demonstrate fundamental personal watercraft operation and maintenance and how these principles apply to the use of a personal watercraft (PWC) for use in marine patrol operations.  Officers are required to bring an agency PWC vessel, wet or dry suit, helmet, eye protection, footwear and gloves.  A limit of two officers is established for PWC use in course exercises.
