Washington State Parks will conduct a 3 day Vessel Operation Under the Influence Training on May 10, 11 & 12 in Ellensburg, WA in cooperation with the Kittitas County Sheriff’s Office.  The training will be held at the Kittitas County Event Center, 512 N Poplar Street, Ellensburg WA 98926.  This training prepares officers to detect and evaluate vessel operators suspected of being under the influence of alcohol.  

A primary goal of the State's Boating Program and the U.S Coast Guard’s National Recreational Boating Safety Strategic Plan is to reduce the number of alcohol related fatal accidents and operators on the water under the influence.  In 2009, about 20% of the boating accidents resulting in a fatality had indicators that alcohol was a contributing factor.  In addition, there were 195 arrests in Washington for operation of a boat under the influence.  
The curriculum for the training has been reviewed by the Washington Criminal Justice Training Commission and the course is recognized as CJTC 6650.  A prerequisite for attendance is the completion of CJTC 0460 Basic Marine Law Enforcement or equivalent.  The course is 24 hours of instruction consisting of classroom lecture from 8am to 5pm on Tuesday and Wednesday, and Thursday from 8 a.m. to 12 noon.  There is an evening wet lab on Wednesday from 6 p.m. to 9:30 p.m.  There are no activities or exercises on the water.  There is no fee to attend the training.
