Course Description:  This 104 hour course is broken into two components.  First is a 3 day student instructor workshop, providing student instructors with the skills necessary to teach new motor officers. (Instructor development, lesson planning and practical application.)  The second part is student teaching in the 2 week basic police motorcycle operator’s course.  Upon completion, students will be able to run motorcycle refresher and other motorcycle training.* Student instructors must be able to ride the motorcycle course with 90% proficiency to qualify.
Equipment Needed: A law enforcement equipped motorcycle, capable of being operated under very demanding conditions.  The motorcycle’s brakes, tires (5/32 tread depth), clutch and other systems should be in excellent condition.  *Motorcycles should be inspected and certified as safe prior to attendance.
A motorcycle helmet, gloves, eye protection and quality boots that offer ankle protection.  A utility type uniform, including gun belt, firearm and 50 rds of ammunition.
