Instructions:

1. The shooting test below is fired as required during the course (see student instruction packet).

2. This course must be completed using standard duty ammunition, handgun, and holster.

3. The Caudle II silhouette target will be used; however, any “milk bottle type” target with identical scoring area may be substituted. The target will be scored using the scoring rings as marked on the silhouette. Hits breaking the scoring line will be awarded the higher point value. Attendees will only be given two opportunities to pass each qualification.
4. A passing score shall be 425 points/85% of the total possible points. Any saved round or shot off the shaded portion of the silhouette, either on paper or off is an automatic qualification course failure. Shots outside the scoring lines, but on the shaded portion of the silhouette will score zero points. Head shots called for in sequence 1 must be within the “T” zone portion of the target, above the “8” ring, for maximum points, those outside the “T,” but inside the head score 5 points. 
5. Hits breaking the scoring line will be awarded the higher point value.
6. The reloads specified in the course must be performed regardless of the type or magazine capacity of the handgun.

7. The holster must have all retention devices snapped/closed at the beginning of the stage.

8. For shooters using revolvers, add 4 seconds to the time indicated by an (*) for speed loading.
