	Equipment Needs:

· Duty Shotgun (preferable to bring one pump & one semi-auto)

· Tactical & Straight Sling

· Weapon User Manual (provided with gun from manufacturer)
· Duty Handgun (for weapon transition drills)

· Flashlight

· Eye & Ear Protection 

· Leather Gloves

· Weapon Cleaning Kit

· Clipboard (this is a must for note-taking and course scoring)

· Note paper (three-hole punched)

· Pencils and Pens

· Whistle

· Stopwatch or watch with second hand

· Baseball cap

· Body Armor / Vest Required

· 50 slug rounds


· 150 buckshot rounds

· Bullhorn

· Water bottle

· Knee pads

· Elbow pads

· Ammo carrier


	Course Format:
	***IMPORTANT—PLEASE READ***

Those accepted into the course will shoot the WSCJTC Shotgun qualification course.  All rounds must hit silhouette, this is a pass/fail course of fire.  Two attempts will be permitted.  Not qualifying will be recorded as a course failure.  This requirement allows the course to be delivered at an instructor level.

Students must also pass the written exam with a score of 80% or better to pass the course.


	Course Work Requirement:
	This is a pass/fail course and will require you to do some homework, teach a short class, attend the entire course, pass a written exam, demonstrate safety with all of your firearms, and shoot passing scores on the qualification course.  You will not receive a certificate if you fail any one of the requirements.  Absenteeism is not acceptable in this course.  Notify the Commission immediately if you are unable to attend the entire course.

Attendees will find that course work and reading after class is necessary, and we recommend that long commutes or night shift work be avoided during the course.
