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DEATH INVESTIGATION:

FROM THE CRIME SCENE TO THE HEALTHCARE SETTING

All criminal cases require understandable, reliable and accurate evidence to ensure that all information is available when considering charges to bring forth and later, for obtaining convictions in court. Death cases and incidents of serious assault involve the collaboration of law enforcement, first responders, emergency room personnel and prosecutors. This 2-day presentation is designed to bring together these various disciplines to create a greater understanding and working relationship regarding the best practices in conducting effective and successful investigations. 

Those attending will receive an overview of crime scene management; cause and manner of death; changes after death; blunt and sharp force injury; gunshot wounds; trauma associated with motor vehicle crashes; elder abuse and sudden unexpected infant death. Participants will become familiar with the identification, collection and preservation of trace, biological and miscellaneous evidence, methods of documentation to include photographic and written reports, as well as the benefits of using traumagrams.
