Police Sergeant 

 

The University Police Sergeant leads a shift of Police Officers and Community Service Officers and manages the work of these direct reports. The Sergeant is a working supervisor who also performs the full scope of officer responsibilities. The Sergeant assures that all shift duties are completed in accordance with Department goals by providing clear direction and respectful communication to the team, the OHSU community and its customers. Job duties include training, monitoring, evaluating, coaching and disciplining employees. This position reports to one of two Lieutenants and oversees up to six direct reports. The Sergeant is a non-represented, managerial position that is paid on an hourly basis. The Sergeant supports the University's mission and goals, and is expected to exercise authority in support of OHSU in a manner consistent with the strategic plan and policies befitting of the University's service oriented and complex culture. The Department of Public Safety will be transitioning to a University Police Department in 2011, which will require higher expectations in customer service and professionalism to the community it serves. The Sergeant classification is as an unarmed position, in accordance with Oregon Revised Statutes. Required: High school diploma or equivalent. Minimum of three years of police officer experience AND At least one year of sergeant work experience performing supervisory duties or at least two years of OHSU Police Officer experience. Successful passing of medical, physical fitness (ORPAT exam), psychological testing and thorough background check. Possession of DPSST Basic Police Officer certification or eligibility for equivalent. Completion of DPSST Supervision Course or equivalent within one year of hire. Oregon DPSST Supervisory Certificate within five years of hire (requires 45 credit hours of college course work).
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
