· Must be a United States citizen and ability to read and write the English language as required by RCW 41.14.100.  

· Ability to pass the Washington State Criminal Justice Training Commission physical fitness requirements. 

· Ability to successfully complete Pierce County Sheriff's Department background investigation.

Select the department and read over all the requirements and if qualified, select a testing location and a time and date for testing, including the PAT, on the website calendar.
