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Policy on Local/State Contribution to BLEA
November 9, 2011
Purpose:
This policy is written to give Basic Law Enforcement Academy Staff and its Stakeholders (Chiefs, Sheriffs and Agency Directors) guidance and direction on the “RCW 43.101.200 Partial Reimbursement for BLEA training” for admittance to BLEA and reimbursement for ammunition costs.
The Washington State Legislature passed a budget on May 24th, 2011 which had the following two directives attached to Criminal Justice Training Commission Funding.

Partial Reimbursement for BLEA:

Funding is reduced to reflect a 25 percent partial reimbursement of the BLEA costs for law enforcement agencies that send recruits for training.(General Fund-Private/Local) 
  The 25% local match equals $2654.16 in FYY-2012.
Reimbursement for Ammunition Costs:

Funding from General Fund-State is reduced and funding from General Fund-Local is increased to reflect cost recovery for ammunition. Agencies will reimburse the Criminal Justice Training Commission (CJTC) for the costs of ammunition, based on the average cost of ammunition per cadet, for cadets they enroll in the BLEA. (General Fund-State, General Fund-Local) 
 

The average cost of ammunition per student is $629.16
The combined total for these two State Mandated budget directives is $3283.33 for mandated agencies. See page (2) for non-mandated agency amounts.
Agencies will be billed this amount beginning on the first day of a BLEA session.  Agencies will be responsible for this cost regardless of whether or not their recruit completes the academy program.  (You’re basically buying a seat in the academy)
If a candidate leaves the academy on day one or day two, CJTC Staff will make an attempt to fill the position with someone on the alternate list.  If there is no one on the alternate list the affected agency will be responsible for paying the $3283.33.
The Partial Reimbursement amount fluctuates due to the number of academy sessions budgeted per fiscal year.  The amount in this document represents fiscal year 2012 only.
The State Fiscal Year 2012 runs from July 1, 2011 through to June 30th, 2012.

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Student Cost Per Session
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One other directive that was mandated in the 2012 FYY is the 30 student rule.
The Criminal Justice Training Commission may not run a Basic Law Enforcement Class of fewer than 30 students.
