	WAC 139-05-220 prohibits Academy attendance to any applicant who has been convicted of a felony offense, or any misdemeanor or gross misdemeanor involving moral turpitude or domestic violence.  Additionally, that regulation makes it the responsibility of the employing agency of the applicant to complete a search of state and national criminal history records through appropriate submission of the applicant’s fingerprints. WAC 139-05-810 applies to persons making application for a Basic Reserve Officer Academy.
RCW 43.101.095 and RCW 43.101.080 requires Academy candidates to successfully complete a psychological and polygraph or similar assessment, in accordance with WAC 139-07-020 (2) (a-f). A search effected from and during the employment screening process will fulfill the above requirement and need not be reaccomplished solely for the purpose of Academy application/attendance.
This form must be completed and signed by an authorized representative of the applying agency.  In the instance of a one-officer department, or where the police chief is the applicant, this form must be completed and signed by the sheriff of the county in which such department is located.  Admission to the Academy will not be allowed unless this form is in the possession of the Academy by the first day of class.  Any other arrangement must be made in advance with the Criminal Justice Training Commission.
