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Spokane Police Basic Patrol Dog Course

Although this course will prepare and qualify you and your K-9 partner in WAC and/or Washington State Police Canine Association accreditation standards, the main focus will be on preparation for street success. Upon completion you will meet at least the minimum state requirements to begin working the street at your department.

Training will include and is not limited to:

· K-9 care and maintenance.

· Basic obedience.

· Basic scent work.

· Reading your dog.

· K-9 philosophy.

· Protection and control.

· Tracking.

· Article detection.

· Muzzle fighting.

· Report writing and training documentation.

· Scenario based training.

· K-9 first aid.

· Implementing K-9 into tactical teams (SWAT, etc.).

· Tactical deployments (tracking, building searches, team arrests, multiple force options, etc.).

· Case Law.

· Obstacle negotiation.

· K-9 agitation civil and equipment based.

· K-9 selection fundamentals.

Where:  Training is hosted by the Spokane Police Department K9 Unit, Spokane, WA. Cost is $3000 for K-9 Teams.

When:
The course is a minimum of 400 hours in length and starts February 28th, 2011. It is estimated that the course will end May 5th, 2011. The end date is subject to change due to unforeseen situations that may arise during the 10-week class.

Lodging:Lodging will be up to the applying agency.  Students may house their partners at our kennel facility at no cost.

Instructor Staff and facilities: The Spokane Police K-9 Unit has 2 WSPCA Master Trainers and 4 WSPCA Assistant Trainers. The Academy facility has a quality obstacle course and multiple kennels. The unit has numerous off site training locations to enhance realistic training. This course has been successfully hosted by the Spokane Police K-9 Unit for decades.

· Dog  (Contact the Spokane K-9 Unit for assistance on the selection process).

· Vehicle equipped for K-9 transport. 

· Bite sleeve

· Bite suit (suggested)

· Muzzle (Contact the Spokane K-9 Unit for type).

· 3ft. leash, Tracking line, Tracking harness, 50ft. line with strong clip or "D" ring.

· Collar (choke chain, agitation and pinch collar).

· Dog food

· Police marked jacket and shirt.

· Duty weapon and vest.

· Lap top computer.

· Video camera (suggested)
