	Four Universal Firearms Rules  always loaded, never cover not willing to destroy, finger off until on target, sure of surroundings
	

	Weaver Stance  solid platform, slight forward lean, interview position, feet  approx. 30°, slightly bladed to the target
	

	Isosceles Stance  solid platform, slight forward lean, interview position, feet  approx. 30°, upper body square to target 
	

	Speed Reload (In-Battery) guard, indexed, in work space discards empty mag, , seats new  mag firmly,  in 2.5 seconds
	

	Speed Reload (Out-Of-Battery)  guard, indexed, in work space discards partial mag,, seats new mag firmly, manually operates slide, in 3.0 seconds
	

	Tac Reload  guard, indexed, index, remove partial mag, exchange firmly, secure partial on person, 4.5 seconds
	

	Primary Malfunction Clearance            tap, rack and roll, assess, 2 seconds
	

	Secondary Malfunction  Clearance      look, lock slide, strip mag, rack 3 times, seat  same/new mag firmly, rack, assess, in 7 seconds
	

	Expedient Secondary Malfunction  Clearance      look, strip/eject mag, seats same/new mag firmly, rack, assess, in 4 seconds

	Weapon Retention Presentation  grip, retention devices, level at rock, on trigger when muzzle clear, safeties released 
	

	Speed Kneeling  guard, indexed, step, kneel


	

	Double Kneeling  guard, indexed, kneel without stepping

	

	Braced Kneeling  speed kneel, sit on heel or calf, muscle on knee

	Roll Over Prone  Double Kneel, indexed, controlled fall forward, 30°-45° angle, ladder hands, chest elevated
