A score of 425 points (85%) must be obtained to successfully pass this course of fire.  All of the rounds must be in the silhouette.  Any rounds not accounted for on the target (in the black) will constitute an automatic failure of this course of fire.

Targets will be Caudill, or other target as specified.

If a bullet hole should touch a line, it gets counted as the higher of the two possible scores.

Shooters will be provided with 15 seconds of “preparation” time before each stage to get in their positions.

MALFUNCTIONS / ALIBIS

Malfunctions are not an excuse or alibi to stop the qualification procedure. If a malfunction occurs, the shooter must correctly clear the malfunction. He may then - and only then - continue qualification after the end of the specified time.
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
