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Instructions:

Minimum passing score is 90%, (minimum 450 points of maximum 500 points possible). 

Students will use their duty handgun with duty belt and holster. The student will begin each position of fire from the “interview stance or position of interrogation” with handgun holstered and all retention devices properly secured.

Scoring of the course is based on the BLEA Training Target. Each miss outside the scored area of the target and DNF’s (Did Not Fire) will result in zero points, but no penalty point deduction. Rounds will have a 10 point value and hits will count as represented in the scoring area of where they strike the target. Rounds touching the next higher scoring ring will receive the next higher point value.

During the course, the instructor will designate 1 stage of a challenge only “C” prior to the firing of the sequence. There will also be one stage of a challenge/fire “C/F”, incorporated into the fire portion. Additionally, a five point deduction for anyone who lasers a subject on a challenge only position.
