	PATIENT SEARCH 
	1) Patient Search Results will now default to being sorted by last name.
2) The number of records returned from a search will default to 100 instead of 10.
3) The Patient Record section, containing   current organizational owner, SIIS ID field, and last update date has moved to the top of  the Patient Demographic page and defaulted to open.

	IWEB (IIS) Core
	Any browser that is IE7 or below is no longer supported by the IIS Please upgrade to IE8 or higher.

	LOT NUMBER – MANUFACTURER
	Added the manufacturer of CRUCELL (CRU) to the manufacture list.

	4
	LOT NUMBERS – RECONCILIATION
	1) Fixed the Inventory Last Submitted section date to update after clicking on 
the
“Submit Monthly Inventory” button.
2) Fixed the shade coloring for expired (red) and about to expire vaccine 
(yellow). 

3) Review from recent upgrades: 

a) It is now possible to make line item changes, the entire reconciliation page no longer needs to be filled out.

b) If inactivating any lot number, the Quantity on Hand needs to be zero. If the Quantity on Hand shows a quantity, type in zero in the Physical Inventory field and then enter a Category and a Reason.  If expired, choose Expired for both Category and Reason.

4) The recommendation to click the Submit Monthly Inventory button has 
been put on hold at this time.  Providers should Save their changes and 
then print out or complete the reports that they used to do until updated by 
DOH.

	REPORT MODULE –STATE REPORTS – WASHINGTON STATE VACCINE ADMINISTERED REPORT 

	Encourage Providers to follow these recommendations: 

1) For better column alignment between the header and the results, print the report in landscape instead of portrait.

2) Run the report by “All Vaccinations” for the Lot Eligibility to make sure they see all the doses administered regardless of inventory being decremented/subtracted.

3) Cross off duplicate reported vaccine types. The totals from these lines should match your doses administered in the inventory.

4) Disregard the lot numbers themselves, there are still some issues that need to be addressed. Make sure that the totals are accurate for the vaccine type, not the lot number at this time represented on the Washington State Vaccine Administered report.

Other fixes:

1) Report now shows result as alphabetical.
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
