	Changed “Help” to “Answers”

	PATIENT SEARCH


	Fixed a problem when trying to add a patient, the “Add Patient” button would not display if a possible match was given for the searched for patient.

	REMINDER RECALL


	Added “Tool-tip” pop-up descriptions of various menu items when users hover their mouse cursor over them.

1) Use the Left Navigation to get to Reminder Recall

	Reports will print column headers on all pages of the report, when it previously printed only on the first page.

	REPORTS – Lot Number Summary
	Able to include Expired or Inactivated lot numbers for the date range entered for the report instead of from the radio buttons at the top of the report. 
1) When ‘Expired’ is selected as Expiration Status it includes ONLY the lots with the expiration date after the report start date entered.

2) When ‘Non-Expired’ is selected as Expiration Status it includes ONLY the lots with the expiration date after the report end date entered OR current date. 
3) When ‘Inactive’ is selected as Inactive Status, it includes the inactive lots if it was inactivated after the report start date.

	REPORTS – Lot Number Summary
	The Report parameters were updated to include additional options for Publicly Supplied, Active Status and Expired Lots.
1) New Selection for Publicly Supplied Vaccine that defaults to ALL contains the following options: All, Public Only, and Private Only. 
2) New Selection for Inactive Status that defaults to Active but contains the following options: All, Active and Inactive

3) New Selection for Expiration Status that defaults to ‘Non-Expired’, but contains the following options: All, Non-Expired, and Expired.

	VACCINATION VIEW/ADD – Deferral
	Added ability to enter and view a vaccination that is considered a “Booster” (B) for patients that are 21 years of age or older.
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
