Global Exemptions

	Under Vaccination View/Add: Contraindications
You may now “exempt” ALL vaccinations at once when selecting the contraindication reason of either “Parent or Patient Refusal – Personal” or “Parent or Patient Refusal – Religious”.  To do so, in the Vaccine field on the Contraindication page, click on “ALL VACCINES.”  Then click on the “select” hyperlink next to the contraindication field.  The “Select Contraindication” window appears and you will have the choice of selecting either of the two above reasons. No other reasons are available when you choose to exempt all vaccines at once.
Also, please note you can no longer check the “permanent” box when you choose the Parent or Patient refusal reason for contraindication.  However, you WILL now be able to document and track a refusal at each visit.   You will be able to see the date of each refusal by clicking on the Exemptions button.  


	NEW FEATURE -

User Report Now Exportable
	Under Administration: User Reports: Multiple User Reports
Users with system administration permission, may now view, print or export a report that lists all users for their organization, which now includes a number of useful parameters.  The report can be exported into an excel spreadsheet which allows for sorting on various fields.  This can be very helpful to large organizations as a way to track active users, and ensure that user accounts are inactivated when appropriate.



	BUG FIX: 
Lot Number Doses Used Issue 
	Under Lot Number Management
Previously, there was an intermittent issue that occurred when multiple people within the same organization simultaneously entered vaccinations with the same lot number.  The doses were not always decremented accurately from the doses remaining.  This issue has been fixed, but CHILD Profile staff are unable to fully test.  Please call our Help Desk if the problem continues.  


	BUG FIX: Compromised vaccinations and interval for next dose

	Under Vaccination View/Add
Previously if a vaccine was marked as compromised, the forecast for the next dose was calculated from the date of the compromised dose.  Now, the forecast has been fixed to calculate the due date from the last valid dose of the vaccine.  In fact, a compromised dose should be repeated as soon as you identify the need, and you may now enter the repeat dose without it getting flagged as invalid, as long as the minimum interval has been met from the previous valid dose.


	BUG FIX: 

Vaccination Data Quality Reports and Multiple Doses for single dose series
	Under Reports: Report Module: Quality

Previously, single dose vaccines such as MCV4 and Tdap inappropriately appeared as quality issues with the notation “multiple doses for single dose series” even though only one dose had been entered.  This problem has been fixed, and you should no longer see these vaccines on the list unless there is a real problem with more than 1 dose being entered.



	BUG FIX:
VFC Patient Breakdown Report
	State Reports
Previously, the VFC Patient Breakdown Report was not correctly counting all VFC doses administered during a given time frame.  This report has been fixed, but CP staff are unable to fully test.  Please contact the CHILD Profile Help Desk if problem continues.


	FIXES TO FORECAST BUGS
	Influenza – previously the minimum valid date for the next flu vaccine dose was based on a 28 day interval (including for people not needing the initial 2 dose series).  It has now been changed to reflect the start date of the next flu season.  However, if an additional vaccination is given in the previous season and meets the 28-day interval, it is still marked as valid.
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
