Patient Search Wildcard
	Patient Search
Added ability to use a wildcard search in combination with a birth date search on the “Simple Search” screen.


	NEW FEATURE:

Mass Immunizations
	Mass Immunization Module: Vaccinations

Added a section for previous vaccination history.  This section displays ONLY if a campaign has been selected, and ONLY displays the vaccinations that have been associated with the campaign.  In Washington, Pneumococcal (PPSV), Seasonal Influenza, and Novel H1N1 doses have been associated with the H1N1 campaign.  Any previously administered doses of these vaccines will display on the page.


	NEW FEATURE:

Reminder-Recall Enhancement

	Reminder Recall – Postcard Output
Reminder Recall now allows customization of post card printing options to allow printing on single, customized post cards.  Users are presented with the option to use the standard Avery settings or to customize the print parameters for an individually-fed postcard.  The message and address will print correctly on a 6” x 4.25” postcard (or series of individually fed postcards).



	BUG FIX: 

Lot Number Management Issues 
	Lot Number Management

1) Database was updated to fix problems with lot number adjustment.
2) New adjustment reason was added: “Half dose given for normal dosage for this age person.”

3) Changed the “Doses Added and Doses Subtracted Reason” lists so that the reasons are alphabetized.  This now matches the order on the “Reconciliation” page.


	BUG FIX: Vaccinations

	Under Vaccination View/Add
The registry is set to give you a warning when you try to enter a vaccination record for a lot number that has been used up, i.e., that has zero doses left according to the registry.  You were not allowed to enter the vaccination in that situation.  A bug occurred where if you had lot numbers selected in your “Personal Settings,” once your inventory hit zero, the warning did not apply and you were able to go ahead and enter the lot number for a vaccination.  That bug has been fixed and the correct logic now applies limiting your ability to enter a lot number with zero inventory.



	BUG FIX: 

Patient Detail Report and lot number issue
	Under Reports: Report Module: Patient Detail Report

This report allows you to select a specific lot number that you query for.  Previously, if the lot number had zero inventory, it would not show up on the dropdown list.  This is now fixed so that lots with zero inventory will be included on the dropdown selection list.




	BUG FIX: 

Reminder Recall 
	Reminder Recall for 2nd dose of H1N1
On the parameters page for Reminder Recall you can select to run the report for a specific dose number of a specific vaccine – e.g. DTaP – dose #4.  The logic was not working correctly for the novel H1N1 vaccine.  If you selected Novel H1N1 = dose #2, you would get a list of patients needing both dose #1 and dose #2.  You can now run the reminder recall for second dose only, which will help in recalling young patients who have not yet received their second dose.


	FORECAST CHANGES
	1) New Polio Recommendations Added
· Dose 4 administered on or after August 7, 2009, should meet the following: Minimum age = 48 months; Minimum interval from Dose 3 = 6 months.
· Dose 4 administered prior to August 7, 2009, falls under the old recommendation: Minimum age = 18 weeks, Recommended Age = 48 months; Minimum interval from Dose 3 = 28 days.

Doses that do not meet the above rules will show as Invalid.

2) New HPV rules for males
· HPV-Quadrivalent vaccine is now allowed for “permissive” administration for males which means it is not yet a routine recommendation but is okay to give.  The forecast will NOT display Dose 1 due for males.  But if Dose 1 is administered and entered into the registry, the registry will then forecast subsequent doses following the same schedule as for women.

Note that there are two HPV vaccines now available for females – HPV 
quadrivalent and HPV bivalent.  Only the quadrivalent product is approved for males.  If a bivalent vaccine is entered for a male, it will show as invalid.
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
