AREA OF CHANGE
	DESCRIPTION

	1
	PATIENT SEARCH VIEW
	After conducting a search and getting a result, there will be a list of names, but there will be no ‘select’ arrow next to the name.  Once the name is found, click on any column to bring up that patient’s demographic record.

NEW CONTENT:

1) Search results are now limited to a default of 10 records even if more records are returned. You can change that number to be 25, 50 or 100 records to be returned and viewed from your search.

2) If you want to see more results than are displayed, click the New Arrows at the bottom right side of the search results to see additional names that were returned.

3) Once you have the search results, there are Arrows at the top of each category/column that you can click on to sort the results by first name, last name, or date of birth.

4) There is a Search box just above the search results on the right, which you can use to further sort your results.  (i.e. you can do a high level search for last name “Smith” and get a huge number of records. Then using the secondary search box, you can minimize your results by typing in the first or middle name of the patient or the guardian.

	PATIENT DEMOGRAPHICS VIEW AND EDIT
	The Patient Demographic screen has collapsible sections now.  The Patient Name, Address and Guardian sections will default to be expanded, but other sections will be collapsed to minimize what is viewed for each patient.  The Alias section is now minimized - if you want to view or edit this or other sections, you will need to expand that section by clicking the + sign at the left side of the section name.

	LOT NUMBER SEARCH/ADD RESULTS
	The search results for the Lot Number Manager Section have changed similar to the Patient Search/Add screen results.  You will now click on the name, lot number, and manufacturer or expiration date in order to edit the information.

	LOT NUMBER – RECONCILIATION AND LOT NUMBER SUMMARY REPORT
	Fixed issue where the Reconciliation page and the Lot Number Summary Report incorrectly displayed the lot number when the lot number contained the letter E.  Ex: 4E7589.  This will now display correctly.

	VACCINATION VIEW ADD SCREEN VACCINE DROP DOWN SELECTION
	CHANGED: There will only be one drop down box to select a vaccine that is not on the vaccine short cut list.  Once you select the first vaccine to add to the patient record, then a new drop down box will appear for you to select the next one. This will repeat to allow for assigning at least 12 vaccines or more from the drop down section now.

	VACCINE DEFERRALS
	Added two new Vaccine Deferral Reasons to the drop down list:

1) Patient/Parent Chooses to Wait

2) Patient/Parent Chooses Alternate schedule

	VACCINE VIEW/ADD DEFAULT DATE
	The default date now has the ability to select the month and year you would like to default to, then click on the day on the calendar that appears.

	REPORT MODULE –STATE REPORTS – WASHINGTON STATE VACCINE ADMINISTERED REPORT
	Changes to the Washington State Vaccine Administered report:
1) Dose Number has been changed to Lot Number.

2) All lots will be included, even if no vaccines have been administered from the lots.

3) Age groups for which the vaccine is not licensed are shaded gray and will contain a value if appropriate, but not a zero.

4) An asterisk following the lot number denotes a private lot.

5) If you scroll down and the report is over one page long, the column headers will follow the scroll bar.
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
