	PATIENT DEMOGRAPHIC SCREEN – MAJOR ENHANCEMENT
	The Patient Demographic screen has been greatly revised.  New fields have been added, including the ability to record multiple contacts and guardians and multiple aliases.  Please see the notes at the bottom of this page for a full description of the many changes you will see.

	PATIENT SEARCH/ADD SCREEN
	Added a new warning message that the Patient is pending Manual Review. This message will display only when the Add checkbox is checked when you are doing a Patient Search, AND the First Name, Last Name, Date of Birth and at least one of the following fields - Guardian First Name, Mother Maiden Name, Address or Phone Number - match exactly to a patient who is pending review in our Manual deduplication process.

Added new functionality allowing users to report duplicate records online from the Search Screen.  Please see detailed instructions at end of these notes.

	VACCINES
	Trade Names Added:

Trade names have been added to most vaccines.  The trade name will now appear in parentheses after the vaccine name.  This change is visible on the Vaccination View/Add and Detail screens, as well as the lot number management screens. Example: previously you saw Hib-PRP-T; now you will see: Hib-PRP-T (ActHib, Hiberix).  Reports are specifically excluded from this change and will NOT show the trade name.

The intent of this change is to make selection of the correct vaccine easier.  Please let us know what you think of this change.

	CONTRA-INDICATIONS ADD SCREEN
	Enhanced the contraindications screen so that the contraindication for a vaccine can be selected from a drop-down menu list rather than popping up a new window.

	FORECAST CHANGES 
	Updates based on ACIP recommendations:

· Tdap for adults: change in recommendation. For more details, go to - http://www.cdc.gov/mmwr/preview/mmwrhtml/mm6001a4.htm
· Meningococcal: Made changes to Meningococcal forecast to add booster dose at 16 years of age per new ACIP guidelines. For more details, go to - http://www.cdc.gov/mmwr/preview/mmwrhtml/mm6003a3.htm
Bug fixes to forecast issues:

· Hib: Fixed an issue with the Hib Forecast for the catch-up schedule. Also, fixed issue where Dose 3 was re-forecasting rather than showing Dose 4 as needed.

· Hep B: Fixed an issue with the Hepatitis B forecast where a 4th dose was being forecast even though the patient was complete with three valid doses.

· Twinrix: Fixed an issue where Twinrix #3 (HepA/HepB) was displaying a warning on HepA that the additional dose was not required but in fact 3 doses were needed to satisfy the Twinrix schedule.

· Polio: Fixed an issue with Polio forecasting. 

· Influenza: Fixed an influenza forecasting issue that occurred when the patient had no H1N1 doses from last year

· Rotavirus: Fixed a bug where a warning was being displayed inappropriately for doses given earlier than 105 days.

· PCV: Fixed issue where Dose 3 was re-forecasting rather than showing Dose 4 as needed.

Td: Fixed two issues that occurred for adults in the Td/Tdap forecast.  The registry assumes a childhood series of DT-containing vaccine has been completed for anyone over the age of 21 years.  An adult with no previous record of DTaP/DT/Td vaccines now shows a dose being due on their 21st birthday, and/or 5 (minimum) to 10 (recommended) years after a previous dose.  In the dose number a field, you will now see “B” for booster, in place of the number in the series.

	PATIENT RECORD REPORTS
	On all Patient Record Reports, the check box for “printable version (enable table borders)” is now the default so the borders print automatically.

Also modified the “Patient Record” report to include “Laboratory Evidence of Immunity for Varicella.”

	STATE REPORTS: PATIENT SPECIFIC
	Certificate of Immunization Status (CIS school form)

Reformatted the CIS Form and added logic for new and updated vaccines.

	STATE REPORTS: LOT NUMBER SUMMARY REPORT
	Modified the logic on the “Lot Number Summary” report to include the three adjustment types that affect doses used: 

· Administered to client who chose not to be in registry 

· Vaccine transferred to off-site clinic 

· Two doses equivalent of normal dosage 

Fixed an issue where the report was not showing the doses decremented correctly when the same information was submitted multiple times from different sources (e.g. flat file and direct data entry).

	STATE REPORTS: VACCINE ADMINISTERED REPORTS
	Age group column headings now repeat at the top of each printed page:

· State Report – Washington State Vaccine Administered Report

· Management Report – Doses Administered (for both county view and registry client users)

	REPORT MODULE: PATIENT DETAIL REPORT
	· Fixed an issue on the “Patient Detail Report by Ownership” where the report was not returning the full list of patients. 

· Fixed an issue when the “Patient Detail Report by Service” report returned patients that were not in the specified IRMS.

	REPORT MODULE: PATIENTS – RECALL FOR INACTIVATION
	Modified the Patient Recall for Inactivation Report to include the number of recall tries and the type of attempt. 

· Added two columns to the right of # of Recall Tries: Date and Type.

· If the patient has more than one recall try, then first line for the patient will display the name and DOB and then the subsequent lines will just display Date and Type.

	REPORT MODULE: QUALITY
	Vaccination Data Quality Reports

Modified this report to include all warnings displayed on the Vaccination View/Add page.

	REPORT MODULE: NEW REPORT
	Reminder/Recall Success Report Added:

This is a new report that will return the number of patients who were reminded/recalled, giving you a count and percentage to show how many patients returned in 30 days, 60 days and 90 days.

	Added parameters to allow the following reports to be run by one or more specific vaccines: 

· Vaccination Totals 

· Vaccination Breakdown 

· Vaccine Administered Reports 

· VFC Vaccinations Breakdown 

· Lot Number Summary 

· Inventory Transaction Report 

· Patient Detail

· Doses Distributed vs. Doses Administered 

· Order History Comparison Report 

· Doses On Hand vs. Doses Used

	LOT NUMBERS
	Added logic for a new Lot Number adjustment type: Correction to Doses Used. If this Lot Number adjustment type is chosen, the correction will be made to previous adjustments of the following types: 

· Administered to client who chose not be in Registry 

· Two doses given to be equivalent of normal dose for this age person 

· Vaccine Used in Remote Clinic

	LOT NUMBERS RECONCILIATION
	Added the expiration date of the Vaccine Lot Number to the Reconciliation page.

	17
	COCASA EXPORT
	Modified the CASA Export so that the flag for History of Chickenpox reflects as Y in the export if the patient has either history of disease or laboratory evidence of immunity for Varicella.

	18
	REMINDER RECALL ENHANCEMENTS
	Added the ability to save a set of patients included in a reminder/recall as a patient cohort so that future reminders can by limited to just those patients and the success of multiple reminder/recall attempts can be tracked.



	
	
	Added the ability to save the Reminder/Recall parameter page definition as a template for future use. Templates can either be saved by the user for personal user or by the administrator for use by all users. 

	
	
	Added logic to store the date and type of each reminder/recall attempt for a patient. 

If the Increment Recall Count is checked: 

· When the user selects any output type, the attempt is automatically recorded with the current date and the type of attempt. If the user selects multiple types of attempts, then each attempt type will be recorded.




	
	
	Added a simple Reminder/Recall parameter page. The user can define on the Personal Settings whether to default to the simple or the advanced Reminder/Recall parameter page. 

The simple page contains just the following parameters: Due Date Range, Patient Age Range, Increment Recall Count, IRMS/Facility 

	
	
	Modified the Reminder/Recall parameter page to allow relative date ranges for both due dates and birth dates. For instance, birth dates can be listed as 19 months to 35 months and due dates can be listed as due now, due in 1 month, etc. 

Modified the Reminder/Recall Date Range to provide an alternative method to define the date range. 



	
	PATIENT SEARCH SCREEN: 

REPORT DUPLICATES ON-LINE
	There is new functionality that allows users to report potential duplicate records from within the CHILD Profile application.

1.   From the “Patient Search” window, click the REPORT DUPLICATES button. The “Report Duplicate Patients” window appears.

2. Click the drop-down menu arrow to view/select a valid REASON FOR DEDUPLICATION.

3. Select two or more records that you want to merge by clicking the checkbox.

4. Click one of the available buttons: 

· BACK – to return to the “Patient Search Results” window without reporting duplicates.

· REPORT DUPLICATES – to continue to the “Patient Set Merge” window in order to choose which record to be merged.
5. At the top of the window there is a field labeled MASTER PATIENT with radio buttons. Click on the radio button to which you want to merge the record.

6. Directly above the buttons is a field to type any “directive”comments regarding the merge (up to 254 characters can be entered).

7. Click one of the available buttons:

· BACK – to return to the “Report Duplicate Patients”window without performing a merge.

· MERGE – to merge the displayed records to the “selected” master patient.

8.   Important: please note that you are not actually merging the patient records yourself.  The CHILD Profile staff reviews all the reported duplicates to confirm and finalize the deduplication process.

	KNOWN BUGS IN 4.11.2

	1. Lot Number Manager Section: 

Searching by Lot Number will cause an error when adding new lot numbers for different type of vaccines.  This will be fixed in an upcoming release.



	2. On Lot Number Summary Report:

When you include Order/Transfer Checkbox, there is an addition/math error under the Doses Transferred Out column.  On Lot Number Summary Report, any previously reported amount will show regardless of date range.



	3. Tdap forecast:

May not be working completely - no warnings for vaccine given under the age of 7.



	4. Alias field:

Not able to search on any data entered into the Alias field till 5.11.5



	5. Lot number management – decrementing Issue:

Affects combination vaccines only – and only when CHILD Profile processes an adoption record. The amount of doses that will decremented from the lot number will be exaggerated until this issue fixed in upcoming release.  Meanwhile, there is a work-around to correct the doses.  Please contact the CHILD Profile Help Desk for more information.
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
