	NEW VACCINES & FORECAST CHANGES
	New PCV13 forecast added:

The forecast in CHILD Profile has been set to follow the Provisional Recommendations as described in the following link:
http://www.cdc.gov/vaccines/recs/provisional/downloads/pcv13-mar-2010-508.pdf
Please note that the abbreviation “PCV” in CHILD Profile refers to the PCV7 vaccine which should no longer be administered.  PCV13 is the appropriate selection in CHILD Profile for this new vaccine.

Also, PCV13 will now populate patient reports appropriately.

New Meningococcal Conjugate Vaccine added:

A new Meningococcal Conjugate (MCV4) vaccine – Menveo -  was approved by the FDA earlier this year, and is licensed for individuals 11-55 years of age.  It is not currently being ordered in Washington State, but in order to distinguish it from Menactra, the other MCV4 product, you will need to pay attention to the abbreviations.  You will continue to find Menactra on the Vaccination View/Add page now listed as “Meningococcal Conjugate  (MCV4P).”   Menveo  is found on the vaccination drop-down list as “Meningococcal Conjugate MCV4O”.

The forecast has been updated to include MCV4O as meeting the adolescent Meningococcal recommendation.  It also shows doses as invalid if given before 11 years of age, whereas MCV4P is licensed down to 2 years of age and is valid if given after 2 years of age.

Polio Forecast Fixed

Issues previously noted with the polio forecast should now be fixed.  Please call the CHILD Profile Help Desk if you notice any remaining problems.

Also, as reported in the previous set of release notes, the polio forecast was updated to meet the new recommendations for a minimum age of 4 years for the fourth dose and a minimum interval of 6 months between 3rd and 4th doses.  Here is how that is being applied in CHILD Profile:

· Dose 4 administered on or after August 7, 2009, should meet the following: Minimum age = 48 months; Minimum interval from Dose 3 = 6 months.
· Dose 4 administered prior to August 7, 2009, falls under the old recommendation: Minimum age = 18 weeks, Recommended Age = 48 months; Minimum interval from Dose 3 = 28 days.

Doses that do not meet the above rules will show as Invalid.

	Vaccination Detail Add Screen:

Dose Size: This new field was added with the last release. The purpose is related to Inventory Management, in order to allow for automatic decrement or addition of doses in the Lot Number Management system.  HOWEVER, PLEASE NOTE – at this point, the feature has not been activated.  The field defaults to “FULL”, and though you can also select “HALF” or “DOUBLE,” right now your selection has NO effect on  your inventory.  This feature will be turned on at a later date.
Also, please note that the Dose Size field is not intended to take the place of the Dose Volume field which is where you should enter the amount (cc) administered. 



	UPDATE to Manufacturer List

	Lot Number Management:

Pfizer purchased Wyeth in October 2009, and has now been added to the list of vaccine manufacturers.  You will see Pfizer listed as “PFR” in CHILD Profile.

Wyeth (WAL) remains on the list to allow you to enter vaccines given before the change in manufacturer.
