	NEW ADULT FORECASTING TOOL
	Forecasting Changes for Adults:

The adult forecast has always been problematic because most adults do not have their childhood vaccines recorded in the registry. Consequently, you have seen adults in their 40’s, 50’s, 60’s and older showing as past due for polio, DTaP and other inappropriate vaccines. 

With this new release of CHILD Profile, the adult forecast becomes more age-appropriate and vaccine-specific. We have applied maximum ages to certain vaccines, specifically polio, meningococcal, Hepatitis A, Hepatitis B, and DTaP.

Please review the following details:
Polio – will not appear on the forecast once an individual reaches their 18th birthday.   Because polio vaccine is sometimes administered to an adult travelling overseas, a dose given after 18 will not be marked as invalid.
Meningococcal – will not appear on the forecast once an individual reaches their 19th birthday.    ACIP recommends a single dose at age 11 -18 years, as well as for previously unimmunized college freshmen living in a dorm (age unspecified in the guideline).  Because some college freshmen are over the age of 19, and because there are other medical reasons for an adult to receive this vaccine, a dose will not be marked as invalid if given at an older age.
Hepatitis A and Hepatitis B – neither of these two vaccines will appear on the forecast for anyone after their 19th birthday unless they have at least one dose entered on their record.  If an initial dose is administered after age 19, the normal recommendation schedule is triggered.  Likewise, if they have at least one dose administered before age 19, the schedule is triggered.
DTaP/DT/Td/Tdap – due to the booster dose schedule, this family of vaccines is treated in a different way than the others.  Once an individual reaches the age of 21, the childhood DTaP series will drop off the forecast and a history of the childhood series will be assumed.  The forecast will now launch the booster dose schedule and an individual becomes due for their booster dose of Tdap or Td on their 21st birthday, or 10 years after their last previous dose, whichever comes last.    The booster dose schedule will then continue to forecast a dose every 10 years.
However, there is a small bug which will be fixed: if the adult has even one dose entered before the age of 21, the forecast reverts to the childhood schedule.  This will be fixed in a future patch.


	NEW PATIENT RECORD REPORT
	Reports: Patient Record

Added a new vaccination record titled, “All Recorded Vaccinations (option 2)”.  This option groups vaccines by family, and shows the specific antigen administered for each dose.  All vaccines are included, even travel and other non-routine vaccines, which will appear at the bottom of the list under “Other”.   Please note that that a combo vaccine dose appears under each of the vaccine families that are included in the dose.  The forecast for all vaccines shows up at the very bottom of the page.  This report was created at the request of several users.  Please try it out and let us know what you think.

	Reports: Patient Data Quality Detail Report

Added a multi-select box for various “missing values” on the Patient Data Quality Detail report parameters page.

Added two new “missing values” variable to the list:

· VFC Status

· Race

Report output now displays only those patients missing one or more of the selected variables.

	ENHANCEMENT: State Reports
	Reports: State Reports: Patient Specific: Certificate of Immunization Status (CIS)
This is the form used for child care and school entry.  It has been modified to be consistent with the newest version of the state-required form.  You will notice many changes.  Please call the Help Desk if you have questions.



	ENHANCEMENT:

History of Chickenpox Setting
	Contraindications:

A new registry-wide setting has been added which makes all “history of chickenpox” contraindications permanent by default.  Whether the data is entered manually by users or submitted by flat file batches or HL7, a “history of chickenpox” will always be saved as “permanent”.  This means Varicella vaccine will not be forecast.

	Vaccinations View/Add and Vaccinations Edit:
Revised the current ‘x’ footnote on Vaccination View/Add screen to read: “indicates a vaccination outside the ACIP schedule where revaccination is required.” (The italicized verbiage is new.) 

Revised the current ‘!’ warning footnote on Vaccination View/Add to read:  '!' indicates an inappropriately administered vaccination where revaccination is not required; however, additional doses may still be required in the series.”  
Several situations that previously had a red x are now marked as a warning.  The warnings fall into three general categories:

Warning Group 1: Minimum interval from previous dose not met but CDC does not recommend repeating this dose.
Warning Group 2: Antigen administered “off-label” (usually at an age older or younger than recommended) but CDC does not recommend repeating the dose.

Warning Group 3: Multiple doses administered for single dose series or this additional dose not required.

To view the specific reason for the warning, click on the vaccine date, and the Vaccination Detail screen will display the reason.

	Vaccination Detail Screen
Added the following fields on the Vaccination Detail view screen which display as the last fields on the screen:

· Entered By

· Entry Date

· Last Updated By

· Last Update Date
These fields are automatically completed after a vaccination has been entered.

	Vaccination Detail Edit Screen

Added the following free-text fields on the Vaccination Detail Edit screen for historical vaccines:
· Provider Noted on Record

· Lot Number Noted on Record

· Manufacturer Noted on Record

These fields are optional and ONLY display when you edit a vaccine that has previously been entered as historical.  The purpose is to give users the ability to transcribe vaccine record details from another provider.  CHILD Profile does not require or recommend that you enter this data.  It is totally optional.

CASA for county view users
	CASA Export
Added VFC Pin number to the CASA export parameters screen.  Local public health users with county view accounts now have an option to select facilities by VFC Pin number.


	FORECASTING CHANGES: 
Influenza Guidelines
	Forecasting change – Influenza schedule

Logic has been added for the 2010-2011 flu season for children 6 months through 8 years of age as follows:

1. No previous flu or H1N1 doses – receive 2 doses flu this season

2. 2009- 1 Flu, 1 H1N1 – receive 2 doses flu this season

3. 2009- 2 Flu, No H1N1 – receive 2 doses flu this season

4. Previously 2 flu doses in same season (any year) and H1N1 in 2009 – receive 1 dose flu this season.

5. No flu doses, 1 H1N1 – receive 2 doses flu this season

6. 1 Previous flu, No H1N1 – receive 2 doses flu this season (bug alert: there appears to be a bug in this particular scenario, as the system forecasts a 3rd dose this season after 2 have been entered).
For children 9 years of age or greater – 1 dose seasonal flu regardless of H1N1 history.
For adults 65 years of age or greater – administer Influenza High Dose



	FORECASTING CHANGES: 

PCV13 Fix
	Forecasting change to PCV13
One dose of PCV13 is recommended for children age 14-59 months of age with a minimum of 8 weeks from a previous dose if previously complete with PCV7 and no PCV13 on record.  Previously the registry only showed the extra PCV13 dose as due if child’s current age was 14+ months.  For children who are now 12-13 months of age and complete with the full series of PCV7, the forecast now correctly shows that at 14 months of age they will be due for a dose of PCV13, with a minimum interval of 56 days from the previous PCV.



	PATIENTS: 
VFC Status Bug Fix
	Patients: Demographic Record VFC Status Field
Previously when a provider imported their data via batch, and also did manual data entry, the VFC status could be overwritten from a user selected value to a null value.  This has been fixed and the manually-entered VFC status should now “stick” and not get overwritten. 


	REMINDER-RECALL
	Reminder-recall output for adults

On letters and postcards for adults, the words “To the Parent/Guardian Of” has been removed from the address label.



	LOT NUMBER MANAGEMENT
CHANGES
	Lot Number Management:  Manufacturer choice
The choice of manufacturer has been eliminated for vaccines that are not currently available publicly or privately. This is an effort to encourage use of the correct and precise vaccine name.  You can no longer select a manufacturer for:

· Any vaccine products that have “unspecified” or “NOS” in the name. 
· Influenza vaccine products that are not on the market this year.
· Vaccine products that are no longer manufactured (such as Rotavirus tetravalent)



	LOT NUMBER MANAGEMENT
CHANGES
	Adding a New Lot Number:

You can now add all the data for a new lot number on one screen instead of two.  Once you click on “Add” for a new lot number, you will see only one screen where you will add the manufacturer, expiration date, the reason for the addition, the number of doses you are adding and whether it is public or private.  We hope eliminating the second screen will be a bit of a time saver for you.



	LOT NUMBER MANAGEMENT

	Inactivating Lot Numbers:

When inactivating lot numbers through the Lot Number Manager section, you are now required to select a reason for inactivation.  The three choices are: Cold Chain Failure, Recall or Other. If Other is selected you can add your own description of “Other.” Once a reason is selected, the box will be checked for inactivation.

Please note that inactivating a lot number through the Reconciliation function has not changed.  Click on the Inactivation box and then scroll down and save the changes.

	Changes to the Lot Number Summary report

· The column that was titled “Doses Available” has been changed to “Ending Doses”.

· New Column added: Doses Wasted and Expired.

· New option is available to Display By “Separate Reports by Calendar Month” 

· If you enter a date range of one year, for example, and select to Separate Reports by Calendar Month”, the report will broken out with doses and totals for each month within that period.
· One drawback to keep in mind: if you inactivate a lot number before running the report, those lot number doses will not be captured in this report.

· New checkbox at top to “Include Order/Transfer Quantities: Selecting this option adds 5 additional columns to the report.

1. Doses Received

2. Doses Transferred In (Received from another Provider manual change option)

3. Doses Transferred Out – (Sent to another provider manual change option)

4. Doses Viable Return – (Returned to VFC Program manual change option)
5. Sub Total 



	LOT NUMBER MANAGEMENT BUG
	If you use the Subtract dose reasons of “Vaccine administered to a client who chose not be in the Registry” or “Vaccine given at a remote clinic”, your Ending Doses column will be incorrect.  Please contact the Help Desk for more information about this issue.  
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
