	This supersedes the September 15, 2003 memo.  

· Clients that were on the Mental Health Outplacements and Olmstead provisos in SFY 03 are not the same clients that are on the new Expanded Access and Community Residential and Support provisos in SFY 04.

· Charges for clients that were on the Mental Health Outplacements and Olmstead provisos in SFY 03 should be charged to DA1.

· Payments (SSPS and A19) for clients on the new provisos will be tracked and moved to the proviso appropriations monthly by headquarters staff.

	ACTION:
	· All SSPS coding has been changed to appropriation code DA1.

· A19 payments for proviso clients, for services covered under the proviso, should be coded to DA1.

· If any payments for proviso services are made on A19 (except for CHRIS services), a copy of the A19 must be sent to David McDonald at MS 45600 so that they can be tracked against the client’s budget.
