	Statewide training and rollout is scheduled to begin on April 19, 2004 and will affect approximately 156 staff who work with children enrolled in the MPC program.  Training will provide participants with practice and experience using the CARE Interim Children’s assessment and provide information on the policies that support it. 

Staff who currently use CARE for adult clients will attend a 1-day training focused on MPC policy specific to children. Training for new CARE users will include 2 days of application training and 2 days of policy training. 

When signing up for training, staff will select the training appropriate to their need, which is offered in their region. The schedule is as follows:

· April 19-22, 4-day training for new CARE users in Regions 3 & 4

· April 19-22, 4-day training for new CARE users in Regions 5 & 6

· April 26-29, 4-day training for new CARE users in Regions 1 & 2

· May 3, 1-day training for current CARE users in Regions 3 & 4

· May 4, 1-day training for current CARE users in Region 1

· May 6, 1-day training for current CARE users in Region 2

· May 11, 1-day training for current CARE users in Region 5 & 6

Required participants will include Case Resource Managers, Social Workers, MPC Regional Coordinators, and Supervisors who work with children enrolled in the MPC Program. 

All registrants will automatically receive an electronic confirmation at the time of registration. Those approved for training will receive a confirmation letter with specific training details by April 2nd. If you need to reschedule your training session or have questions related to registration, please contact Ron Mayo. 

All participants who attend application training will need to bring their laptop and password to the CARE Practice application.  Regional IT staff will install and launch CARE Practice before participants are scheduled to attend training.
