	ONE-YEAR LIMIT ON SSPS PAYMENTS AND ADJUSTMENTS 

	Purpose:
	To notify DDD and SSPS staff of the one-year limit for paying SSPS billings and adjustments.

	Background:
	In 2000, DSHS determined that there was inconsistency in the timing of payments for client services.  Old payments and adjustments caused increased workload for DDD and SSPS staff, enhanced the possibility of duplicate payments, and prevented an effective budgeting process.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	In 2001, DSHS implemented WAC 388-05-0010 as follows:
WAC 388-05-0010 How soon does a contractor have to submit claims for payment to the department after the services are rendered?

Each contractor who is rendering authorized services to the department or its clients shall submit claims for payment, as agreed upon between the department and the contractor, no later than twelve (12) months after the date of service. If the claims for payment are not presented within the 12-month period there shall not be a charge against the state. The 12-month period may be shortened by contract or regulation. The 12-month period may be extended by contract or regulation, but only if required by applicable state or federal law or regulation.
The department may grant exceptions to the 12-month period for initial claims when billing delays are caused by either of the following:

(a) The department's certification or authorization of services for a client for a retroactive period; or

(b) The provider proves to the department's satisfaction that there are other extenuating circumstances.

This provision shall apply to all claims for payment submitted on or after the effective date. 

	ACTION:
	Effective immediately, for services provided after June 1, 2004, DDD staff will enforce the requirements of WAC 388-05-0010.
