	Notification Process for Community Psychiatric Hospital Admissions and Incarcerations of Adult Clients

	Purpose:
	To promote active involvement of the regional mental health case resource manager for individuals who are incarcerated or who are involuntarily committed to a community psychiatric hospital for mental health treatment.

	Background:
	It is DDD’s position that early intervention may improve behavioral health outcomes and minimize the risk of unnecessary hospitalization due to mental health or forensic issues.

Individuals committed for involuntary detention under 71.05 RCW are remanded to state psychiatric hospitals unless their mental health symptoms improve and they are no longer a danger to themselves or others and/or are no longer gravely disabled, or until such time that a less restrictive alternative is available.  Individuals who have been committed under 10.77 RCW will also be remanded to state psychiatric hospitals for competency restoration should the individual be found by the courts to be incompetent to stand trial.

Clarified

 
	All Case Resource Managers (CRM) are required to notify their regional Mental Health Resource Manager when they become aware that a division client has been admitted to a community psychiatric hospital or is incarcerated.  This includes free-standing Evaluation & Treatment Centers.

	ACTION:
	When a CRM discovers that an adult client has been admitted to a community psychiatric facility or has been incarcerated; the CRM will notify their regional Mental Health CRM within one business day.  This notification may be done via email or phone, and should include information regarding the date and location of the admission or incarceration, and criminal charges filed, if known.
