	ACES Codes Documenting Financial Eligibility for Medicaid and Waiver Personal Care

	Purpose:
	To provide clarification on ACES codes that document whether or not an individual has the correct Categorically Needy (CN) eligibility to receive Medicaid Personal Care (MPC) or Waiver Personal Care (WPC).

	Background:
	Central Office staff have been providing MPC/WPC training in the regions over the past few months and distributing information on which codes document a person’s financial eligibility for MPC/WPC.  The ACES chart that was distributed was inaccurate.

	What’s new, changed, or Clarified 
	State Children’s Health Insurance Program/SCHIP (F07), CN 4-month and 12-month Medical Extensions (F01 & F02) and Family Long Term Care (LTC) (K01) were previously identified in DDD training materials as ACES codes that excluded a person from eligibility for MPC/WPC.  This information has been corrected in the attached chart.

	ACTION:
	Some CN codes on the attached chart (F02, F03, P02, R01, and R03) are time limited and will require that Case Resource Managers (CRMs) monitor the client’s CN eligibility very closely.  Personal care services must be terminated when the client’s CN eligibility ends.  Options for tracking these timelines include:
· Contacting the client’s CSO worker to request that the CRM’s name be added to the Authorized Representative Screen in the Medical Assistance Unit.  This will guarantee that the CRM gets notification of changes in the client’s Medicaid status.
· Check the “Review End Date” for the client’s current CN eligibility by going to ACES Online and clicking on the “Details” tab and then selecting “Eligibility Results.”  Make sure the client’s SSPS authorization for MPC/WPC does not extend beyond that Review End Date.

*These are time-limited programs.  You should be aware that the service will only be available as long as the client is receiving medical under one of these groups and explain this at the time of the assessment.


**Institutional medical (L02), including waiver services (C01), have higher income and resource limits.  The resource limit for G03 is the same as SSI, but the income standard is higher.  Clients may no longer qualify for CN medical programs if those institutional medical or waiver services end.  Before authorizing MPC services, check ACES or contact a financial services worker to ensure that the client will be eligible for CN medical under a non-institutional medical program.


When you check eligibility in ACES Online, make sure that the Assistance Unit (AU) is active (“A”) and that your client is a recipient (“RE”) in the AU.
