	ADDING CLIENTS IN THE HEALTHCARE FOR WORKERS WITH DISABILITIES (HWD) PROGRAM TO A DDD HOME AND COMMUNITY BASED SERVICES (HCBS) WAIVER

	Purpose:
	· To notify DDD staff that division clients who are enrolled in the HWD Medicaid program may now be covered under each of the division’s four HCBS waivers; and

· To help DDD staff identify clients who would benefit from the HWD and waiver programs.

	Background:
	The Ticket to Work Work Incentives Improvement Act (TWWIIA) of 1999 (Public Law 106-170) was passed by Congress to support the competitive employment of people with disabilities who want to work.  As a result of that legislation, Washington State has implemented two Medicaid coverage programs to enable individuals with disabilities who work to obtain Medicaid coverage via a premium buy-in.  The two coverage groups are the Basic Coverage Group and the Medical Improvement (MI) Group.  Individuals are first enrolled in the basic group and then continue in the MI group.  

Individuals must meet the following criteria to qualify for the HWD program:

· Washington State resident;
· Age 16 through 64;
· Net Income standard -220% of the federal poverty level (see the website link below for computation of net income);
· Meet federal disability requirements; and
· Employed full or part-time (including self-employment).
To receive a Medicaid card, the client must pay a monthly premium, the amount of which varies based on income.  

Although the HCBS waivers managed by DDD use a higher income standard (300% of the SSI payment standard) than usually applies to
Medicaid eligibility for individuals residing in the community, some clients’ earnings have up to now precluded them from enrollment in the division’s waivers.  

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	Division clients enrolled in a HWD program may now be covered under the division’s HCBS waivers.  This will enable the division to receive federal matching funds for community based services provided to clients whose income would otherwise prevent them from enrolling in a HCBS waiver.  

Division clients appropriate for this coverage would include those who:

· Were on a HCBS Waiver and lost eligibility due to income (see Attachment A); and
· Receive home and community based services and would be eligible for a HCBS Waiver except for income (see Attachments B through F).

	ACTION:
	 Effective immediately, Case Resource Managers and Social Workers will:
· Review the eligibility requirements for the HWD program (http://fortress.wa.gov/dshs/maa/Eligibility/HWD.htm).

· Review the attached 5 lists (four of which were provided to the regions previously) to identify clients who should be enrolled on a HCBS Waiver if they are enrolled in the HWD program.

· Inform clients who would benefit from enrollment in the HWD program about the program and provide assistance or referrals as necessary.

· Access technical assistance regarding HWD eligibility and the enrollment process as needed by contacting directly or referring clients to one of the persons in the attached list of Developmental Disabilities Benefits Specialists (Attachment G). 
· Once a client is enrolled in the HWD program, submit a waiver enrollment request to division headquarters.
