	PRE-ADMISSION SCREENING AND RESIDENT REVIEW (PASRR) INSTRUCTIONS FOR DDD CASE RESOURCE MANAGERS

	Purpose:
	This management bulletin is to:
· Inform DDD Case Resource Managers (CRM) of the requirements of Public Law 100-203, the Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1987 (OBRA), as it pertains to the pre-admission screening of persons with developmental disabilities and mental illness who apply for or currently reside in Medicaid certified nursing facilities (NF); and
· Provide CRMs with a process to use when screening nursing facility applicants (including RHC NFs) or residents with developmental disabilities for their need for specialized services, as required by Public Law 100-203.


	Background:
	Public Law 100-203 made substantive changes in the Medicaid certification requirements for nursing facilities.  One of the major elements of the legislation related to the placement of persons with mental illness or developmental disabilities into NFs.  Beginning January 1, 1989, prior to admission, applicants with the above diagnoses were screened for their need for nursing facility care and their need for specialized services.  A similar screening process has been completed for all current facility residents with these diagnoses.

Although these requirements pertain to persons who have diagnoses of mental illness and/or developmental disabilities, the focus of these instructions is on those who have developmental disabilities.  Similar procedures for persons with mental illness diagnoses have been developed by the Mental Health Division.  Both screening procedures apply to persons who may have dual diagnoses of mental illness and developmental disabilities.

	New written instructions to CRMs on the Level II PASRR process are provided below.


	ACTION:
	Who should be screened under PASRR (Pre-Admission Screening and Resident Review)?

Anyone seeking NF placement, whether funded by Medicaid or a non-Medicaid source, must be screened prior to admission to a Medicaid-certified NF.

Who may complete the DSHS 14-300, Level I Pre-Admission Screening and Resident Review (PASRR)?
· This form may be completed by a variety of referral sources, including:
· HCS/AAA staff;
· Referring physician;
· Hospital staff; and
· DDD staff when a DDD client is being admitted to an NF

directly from home.
· When a CRM receives the completed DSHS 14-300, check that the screens are complete for current DDD clients being placed into an NF.
· If the client meets the criteria for one of the Advanced Categorical Determinations (DSHS 14-300, Section II), a physician must sign the form.
· The client may enter or remain in an NF without a Level II evaluation.

Are there exceptions to a Level I being completed?

Level I PASRR is not required for applicants who are:
· Transferring from one NF to another NF; or
· Being readmitted to the same NF following hospitalization, but only if a Level I Pre-Admission ID Screen has been previously completed and is applicable to the individual’s status.

Who determines Nursing Facility Level of Care (NFLOC)?

For current DDD enrolled clients:
· DDD and HCS staff will communicate and review the client’s current DDD Assessment in order for HCS to verify that the client’s Level I PASRR with indicators in Section B is marked yes.

· These individuals will require a Level II evaluation.  The DDD

CRM will document that the client meets NFLOC prior to admission to an NF.
For non-enrolled individuals with developmental disabilities:
· HCS staff will complete a Brief Assessment to determine NFLOC prior to admission to an NF for non-enrolled individuals who have a Level I PASRR with indicators in Section B that are answered yes.

· These individuals will require a Level II evaluation. The DDD CRM will document that the individual meets NFLOC prior to admission to an NF.
PASSR CRITERIA FOR LEVEL II

If an individual meets Level II criteria:
1. The referral source will contact DDD for an evaluation;
2. Prior to admission to a NF, the CRM will complete the DSHS 14-303, Specialized Services Assessment (OBRA)  for the Level II screening, following the instructions on the form and: 

· Complete DSHS 15-170, Child's Assessment for Specialized Services (for birth through age 12) or DSHS 15-168, Assessment for Specialized Services (13 years and older).
Advanced Categorical Determinations:  Are there exceptions to a Level II Evaluation being completed?

You are not required to refer someone for a Level II evaluation if he/she:
· Requires NF care for less than 30 days, and:

· Services are for medical reasons, following treatment in
      an acute care hospital or for respite purposes, as certified by a physician; and    
· He/she is not a danger to self or others.

· Has a terminal prognosis where life expectancy is less than six (6) months, as certified by a physician.
· Has a severe medical condition that prevents him/her from participating in Specialized Services (e.g., ALS, COPD, ventilator dependent, CHF).
· Has documented evidence of a primary diagnosis of dementia (as defined in the latest edition of the DSM); or
· Has a primary diagnosis of delirium as defined in the latest edition of the DSM.
What are Specialized Services?

Specialized services are provided in combination with services provided by the NF and are provided or contracted by the State per 42CFR483.120.  Specialized services are services for individuals diagnosed with mental retardation and result in treatment which meets the requirements of 42CFR483.440.

Specialized services for individuals with developmental disabilities could include behavioral interventions, training, adaptive supports, and case management.

What does a completed packet include?

A complete OBRA packet should include the following information:
· DSHS 14-303, Specialized Services Assessment
· DSHS 14-300, Level I Pre-Admission Screening and Resident Review (PASRR); 

· Verification individual meets NFLOC;
· Verification individual meets State or Federal definition of developmental disability;
· DSHS 15-170, Child's Assessment for Specialized Services (for birth through age 12) or DSHS 15-168, Assessment for Specialized Services (13 years and older).

· DSHS 05-013, Request for Hearing
· DSHS 14-472, Planned Action Notice
Where does the CRM send the completed packet?

Send a copy to the:
· Client and his/her NSA representative;

· Nursing Facility; and
· Client file.
What do you do when a NF refers a current resident for a Specialized Services Evaluation?

If an individual meets Level II criteria, the CRM will complete the DSHS 14-303, Specialized Services Assessment (OBRA)  for the Level II screening, following the instructions on the form, and: 

· Complete DSHS 15-170, Child's Assessment for Specialized Services (for birth through age 12) or DSHS 15-168, Assessment for Specialized Services (13 years and older).
The rest of the process (e.g., what the packet should include, where to send the completed packet, etc.) is the same as described above.
