	SUBJECT:
	Individual Provider (IP) Contracting and Orientation by Home Care Quality Authority (HCQA) Referral Registries (HCRR)

	Purpose:
	To provide information about IP contracting and the HCQA Referral Registry (HCRR) and to describe the procedures for DDD Field Services staff and HCQA registry coordinators.

	Background:
	· HCQA was given the authority to develop and maintain registries of IPs that want to provide in-home services to ADSA clients and choose to apply through the HCRR.  HCQA requirements are found in Chapter 74.39A RCW and Title 257 WAC.

· HCQA established the Referral Registry to promote and support choice of providers by providing names of available and qualified IPs that clients can choose from and hire.

· The registry is available for clients that want to have their in-home services provided by an IP, but do not have a provider identified.

· ADSA worked with HCQA, Central Contracts Services, and SSPS to develop an interlocal agreement whereby HCRR can complete the contracting process for IPs that choose to be on the Referral Registry.
· HCRR staff received training on the IP contracting process February 25, 2009.

· Effective April 1, 2009, HCQA began providing HCS contracting activities for prospective IPs that choose and are eligible to be on the HCRR and that do not have an active contract and do not already have a client to work for.

	What’s new, changed, or Clarified
	· On June 1, 2009, HCRR entered into an interlocal agreement with DDD to begin the contracting process through the Agency Contracts Database (ACD) for IPs applying to work for DDD clients who are not already working for a client.
· HCRR will ask all prospective IP providers if they already have a client to work with.  If yes, HCRR will refer the IP to the appropriate regional office to be contracted.

· Due to funding reductions, HCRR services are no longer available in King, Chelan, Douglas, Okanogan, Stevens, Ferry, Asotin, Walla Walla, Columbia, and Garfield counties.  Service remains available in all other counties.
· HCRR staff will provide IP Orientation as described in Chapter 388-71 WAC and will issue certificates of successful completion of this required training.  Since the individuals who will attend Orientation will not have a DSHS client at the time of this training, there will be no payment to the prospective IP for attending Orientation.
· HCRR staff will also obtain SSPS provider numbers from the Provider File Unit for prospective IPs.
· DDD Case Resource Managers and Social Workers (CRM/SW) with clients who have selected an IP contracted through HCRR must notify DDD contracts staff.
· Once a client has hired an IP, the DDD Field Services staff must provide the IP with a copy of the Employment Reference Guide for Individual Providers (DSHS 22-221) and the Handbook for DDD Individual Providers (DSHS 22-334).
· DDD contracts staff must notify HCRR when a client hires an IP that has been contracted through HCRR so that HCRR can maintain accurate information about the availability of IPs on the Registry.

· DDD contracts staff will accept copies of all contracting and provider file documents from HCRR at the point that the IP is selected by an eligible client.

· DDD contracts staff will request Central Contracts Service to change the Document Location in the contracts database to the location of the transferred file.
· DDD CRMs/SWs authorizing client services and payment to an IP contracted through HCRR must verify contract status in ACD and SSPS provider numbers from the SSPS provider file.  
Note:  The HCRR contract for IPs is numbered 1563XP-12 for tracking purposes only.  All content matches the DDD IP contract.
DDD contracts staff will continue to perform required activities for IPs working with DDD clients.
· Initial Character, Competence, and Suitability (CCS) reviews, if necessary, are conducted by HCQA staff.  DDD Field Services staff will continue to be responsible to conduct an additional CCS review, if necessary, prior to authorizing service to ensure that the provider is a suitable match for the individual.

· Through December 31, 2009, DDD Field Services staff will provide IP orientation for IPs contracted through the HCRR system if it has been over 12 months since the provider orientation through HCRR and the provider has not worked with a client.  The date of the orientation is reflected on the certificate in the provider file.
· After January 1, 2010, the SEIU Healthcare NW Training Trust, (i.e., the Training Partnership) will provide Orientation to IPs if it has been over 12 months since the IP Orientation through HCRR.
· For an IP contracted through the HCRR, the authorizing regional staff will enter “Orientation Completed” in the Training Partnership database.

	ACTION:
	Effective November 16, 2009, DDD Field Services staff will implement the Individual Provider HCCR Contracting Procedures (attached below).

INDIVIDUAL PROVIDER HCRR CONTRACTING PROCEDURES

November 16, 2009





Home Care Quality Authority/Home Care Referral Registry (HCQA/HCRR) Responsibilities



1.	Prospective Individual Provider (IP) contacts the Home Care Referral Registry to be placed on the HCQA Referral Registry.  The procedures for this can be found at the HCQA website.



2.	HCRR staff:



a.	Makes photocopies of the Social Security card (an original card from the Social Security Administration or other written verification from that office) or a certificate of birth in the United States, valid driver’s license or other picture identification from the I-9 list; or Authorization to Work in the United States.



b.	Initiates and completes the Background Check Central Unit (BCCU) background check process, including sending the results to HCQA for the general character, competence, and suitability determination, if the applicant has a record.



c.	Completes the IP Intake when the IP wants to work with DDD clients.  



d.	Initiates the contract through the Agency Contracts Database (ACD) and verifies that there is no DDD contract in effect for the IP.



e.	Explains that the law prevents the department from contracting with and making payment to a provider who, under WAC 388-71-0540:



1)	Has been convicted of a disqualifying crime.  Disqualifying crimes are in statute and are listed in the Disqualifying Crimes FAQs.



2)	Has been found by a court, state licensing board, disciplinary board, or dependency board to have neglected, sexually abused, or exploited a minor or vulnerable adult.



3)	Has abused, neglected, abandoned, or exploited a minor or vulnerable adult.



4)	Has a court-issued order of protection against him/her for abuse or exploitation of a minor or a vulnerable adult.



5)	Has been determined by a state agency or department to have abused, neglected, abandoned, or exploited anyone.



6)	Has had a license to care for minors or vulnerable adults denied, revoked, or suspended.



7)	Will be unable to appropriately meet the client’s needs, as determined by the department, who has a reasonable good faith belief (RCW 74.39A.095 and WAC 388-71-0546).



Note:  Pending crimes that would be disqualifying are always disqualifying based on character, competence, and suitability, until there is an outcome in court (i.e., until the court makes a decision).



3.	Once the contract is initiated and the background check results allow the provider to work, HCRR staff:



a.	Completes two (2) contracts.  Follow the instructions in ACD on how to complete the contracts.  Explain to the provider the terms, conditions, and the statement of work.  The contract is available in other languages, but it is the English version that must be signed.



b.	Reviews the Personal Care Services definitions.



c.	Reviews the following training requirements:



1) 	Caregiver Orientation - Orientation is provided by HCRR with no 	reimbursement to the IP;



2)	Beginning, January 1, 2010 all training for IPs will be conducted by the SEIU Healthcare NW Training Trust (i.e., the Training Partnership).  The Training Partnership will have a training information flyer for IPs describing how and when they can access training.  DDD contracting staff will also have the same information.



3)	Fundamentals of Caregiving - within 120 days after work begins with a client (which includes four hours of safety training); and



4)	Continuing education of 10 hours must be completed each calendar year following the Fundamentals training.



Note:  Place a copy of the Orientation certificate in the provider’s file.



d.	Completes the following in order to complete the contract:

1) Has the IP sign two contracts;



2) Has the designated person(s) in the office countersign the contract;



3) Ensures that I-9 information was received and documented in the ACD; and



4) Puts the contract in ‘Signed Status’ in ACD.



e.	Obtains a SSPS provider file number.  Enters the SSPS number into the ACD and gives the contractor one copy of the signed/executed contract and retains one for records.



f.	Provides DDD with provider file documents when a client chooses a contracted IP from the Registry.



DDD Responsibilities



DDD staff:



1.	Notifies the Registry when a client chooses an IP that was contracted through the HCRR;



2.	Accepts copies of provider file documents and contracts from HCQA/HCRR;



3.	Ensures the IP is qualified, following the same instructions, that are found in Chapter 7A and WAC 388-71-0500 series, including the character, competence, and suitability determination when the IP has a record;



Note:	The C/C/S is specific to each client, so one must be completed for each client who hires the IP).



4.	Through December 31, 2009, notes the date of the IP Orientation on the certificate in the file.  If the IP Orientation occurred over 12 months prior and the provider has not worked with a client, DDD staff will provide another orientation, following standard procedures; 



5.	Authorizes services; and



6.  	After January 1, 2010, upon authorizing services, enters “Orientation Completed” in the Training Partnership database for tracking purposes.
