	COMMUNICATION BETWEEN THE FOSTER CARE MEDICAL TEAM AND VOLUNTARY PLACEMENT SERVICES SOCIAL WORKERS

	PURPOSE:
	To provide direction to DDD Social Workers (SWs) in Field Services regarding communicating with the Health and Recovery Services Administration (HRSA) Foster Care Medical Team (FCMT) on Medicaid eligibility for children approved for Voluntary Placement Services (VPS).

	BACKGROUND:
	RCW 74.13.350 mandates the Department to adopt rules for the implementation of Chapter 386 WAC to support parents who, due to the intense support required to care for their child with developmental disabilities, require an out-of-home placement.  Chapter 386 WAC identifies basic services that children and youth receive while in out-of-home placement, including medical coverage issued by the FCMT.

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR
CLARIFIED
 
	To ensure consistent communication between DDD and the FCMT:

· DSHS 10-257, Foster Care Medical Team Communication form
has been revised; and
· New procedures will be implemented statewide on June 15, 2010. 

	ACTION:
	Effective June 15, 2010, DDD will implement the following procedures:

A. Social Workers will complete DSHS 10-257, Foster Care Medical Team Communication form and send to the FCMT at FCMT@dshs.wa.gov  for children eligible for VPS when:

1.    A child/youth has been approved for VPS:

a. The client will be assigned either D01 (Receiving     Supplemental Security Income) or D02 (Not Receiving Supplemental Security Income) status by the FCMT.  If the child/youth becomes SSI eligible after entering out-of-home placement, the FCMT will update his/her status accordingly.
  
b. The client is Medicaid eligible through age 21 while in out-of-home placement with DDD.

c. Eligibility begins the first day of the month.

2. A child/youth leaves his/her permanent residence and stays longer than 30 days in an institutional setting, regardless if it is temporary or permanent;

3. A child/youth returns to his/her family home; and

4. A child/youth receiving VPS is terminated from DDD eligibility.

B. For clients exiting the VPS program, the following process will occur:
 
1. Thirty (30) days prior to the youth turning age 21, the FCMT sends a redetermination letter with an eligibility review form to the client and the provider;

2. The SW will communicate with the client/guardian/family and assist the client with completing the eligibility review form or re-applying for Medicaid or long term care benefits; and

3. The SW will complete DSHS 15-345, CSO/DDD Communication in Barcode, providing all necessary information as described in DDD Management Bulletin D10-006, Communication between the CSOs and DDD, issued on April 15, 2010.

C. For clients who are eligible to receive additional benefits from the CSO, the Social Worker will complete DSHS 15-345, CSO/DDD Communication in Barcode.  All other communication occurs through the FCMT.
