HIGH SCHOOL TRANSITION FUNDING

	Purpose:
	To inform staff of changes in Source of Funds (SOF) codes for County employment and day program services and to prioritize state only clients proviso funding.
Note:  This Management Bulletin supersedes D10-012, County Employment and Day Program Services – High School Transition Funding, issued on July 1, 2010.

	Background:
	Executive Order 10-04, which Governor Gregoire issued on September 13, 2010, removed Employment and Day state only Proviso funding for FY 2011.

	What’s new, changed, or Clarified
	Effective October 1, 2010:
· The Employment and Day state only proviso funding services to young adults with birthdates between 9/1/1987 and 8/31/89 was eliminated for 429 of the 1058 initially specified.
· The Proviso fund source code 8YP used to track all state only clients with the appropriate birthdates who are receiving employment and day services is no longer appropriate to use.
· All state only clients who are young adults with birthdates between 9/1/1987 and 8/31/89 will be included in the target 629 state to waiver proviso group:

· Clients with a current state funded County Service Authorization service; and/or
· Clients with a job; and/or
· Clients who wants employment support and are identified as having the greatest support needs.

	ACTION:
	On October 19, 2010, Case Resource Managers (CRMs) were given instructions to implement the following procedures:
1. Use the correct fund source code on County Service Authorizations (see attachment).
2. For state only clients with birthdates between 9/1/1987 and 8/31/89, consider these clients as part of the 629 state to waiver proviso target group including state only proviso:
a. Clients with a current state funded County Service Authorization service; and/or
b. Clients with a job; and/or
c. Clients who wants employment support and are identified as having the greatest support needs.
3. Complete a waiver enrollment request.  The request must include the following information:

a. That a DVR referral was made and an application was initiated (unless DVR refuses or the person is not DVR eligible);

b. That alternative funding sources for on-the-job support costs were pursued (such as Ticket to Work, PASS/IRWE plan funding, private pay, etc.);

c. The client demonstrated the need for long term DDD/County funded support to maintain employment.  Provide support need information as follows:

1) Identified estimated range of service hours needed per month;

2) Estimated monthly dollar cost to support the client; and

3) The requested start date of services.
4. A spreadsheet containing detailed client information will be sent under separate cover to the Field Services Administrators for distribution to the appropriate CRMs.
