	INCREASE IN SSI STANDARD AND ROOM AND BOARD RATE

	Purpose:
	To announce the new SSI Standard and Alternative Living Facilities (ALF) Room and Board Rate and provide instruction to Field Services staff.
Note:  This management bulletin supersedes D08-016 issued on December 1, 2008.

	Background:
	The ALF Room and Board rate and Client Responsibility calculations change whenever there is a change in the SSI Standard.

	What’s new, changed, or Clarified
	· On January 1, 2012, the SSI Federal Payment Standard will increase to $698.

· The Room and Board rate for Alternative Living Facilities (ALF) is based on the SSI Standard minus the HCS (and DDD) Personal Needs Allowance amount.  Effective January 1, 2012, the new Room and Board rate will be $635.21.

· SSPS will run a transaction generator effective January 1, 2012 to increase the rate on Service Codes 7160, 7215, 8262, 8362, 8662, and 8862.  For all service lines that extend beyond December 31, 2011 and have a rate of $611.21, SSPS will automatically increase the amount to $635.21.

	ACTION:
	· Prior to January 1, 2012, Case Resource Managers (CRMs) must notify all clients living in an Adult Family Home (AFH), Adult Residential Care (ARC) facility, or DD Group Home of the increase in the room and board rate using DSHS 18-692, Client Responsibility Notice.
· For all authorizations that are not changed by the SSPS transaction generator, the CRM must recalculate the Client Responsibility amount and update the authorization manually.
