	ANNUAL COMPANION HOME RATE SETTING 

	PURPOSE:
	To provide direction and guidance on rate setting for Companion Homes.

	BACKGROUND:
	Currently, Companion Home rates are typically determined at the initiation of service.  Occasionally, a daily rate is changed when there is a significant change in the participant’s needs.

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR CLARIFIED
	Field Services staff will calculate the Companion Home rate annually based on the updated annual assessment.

	ACTION:
	The following procedures are effective August 1, 2014:

· The Case Resource Manager (CRM) will inform the Resource Manager when a Companion Home participant’s annual assessment has been completed;

· The Resource Manager will calculate the new Companion Home Rate using the Companion Home Rate Development Guide; and

· The Resource Manager will process the new Companion Home Rate, if necessary.

All Companion Home daily rates will now be calculated based on the client’s annual assessment.  This will occasionally result in a reduction in the daily rate.  Higher historical rates will not be “grandfathered.”  

Companion Home providers will be sent an informational letter informing them of this change.

Companion Home Rate Development Guide



The Companion Home Daily Rate is established by determining an accumulative score from the Support Assessment Scales in CARE and multiplying the total by twelve (12).

		Support Assessment Scales Used



		· Activities of Daily Living (ADL)



		· Behavior



		· Interpersonal Support



		· Medical



		· Mobility (and)



		· Protective Supervision





 

Note: Caregiver Risk Level is not used for the purpose of establishing the CH Daily Rate.  



The remaining six (6), as listed above, will be used as follows:

1) Find the Support Assessment Scales on the Summary Page in the client’s ISP Folder.

2) Assign a Numerical Value to each of the six (6) scales, skipping Caregiver Risk:



		None	=	0



		Low	=	1



		Med	=	2



		High	=	3









3) Add 1 Point to a Behavior Score of three (3), making it four (4) If:



· The client has been identified as an Individual with Challenging Support Issues; and

· There is a Positive Behavior Support Plan in place.



4) Determine the sum of the 6 values.



5) Multiple the sum by twelve (12) to derive the Companion Home Daily Rate. 





For Example: 

In the Screen Shot above, the individual’s Daily Rate would be $144/day.

ADL is High (3 points), Behavior is Med (2 points), Interpersonal is High (3 points), Medical is Low (1 point), Mobility is None, and Protective Supervision is High (3 points) = 12 X 12(constant) = $144/day.
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
