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What is Changing in DDA's HCBS Waivers
What is Changing in DDA’s Waivers?

DDA is proposing changes to our HCBS waivers in three waiver amendments that DDA will
submit to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) in two areas:

(1) Retroactive administrative and capacity changes with proposed effective dates of
January 1, 2016; and
(2) Prospective services changes with proposed effective date of April 1, 2016.

The administrative changes include describing the transition to ProviderOne for individual
provider payments and increasing capacity on the Individual and Family Services (IFS) waiver
by 4,000 individuals and increasing capacity on the Basic Plus waiver by 1,000 individuals.

The prospective changes include offering a Wellness Education service as a new waiver
service on the Individual and Family Services (IFS) waiver.
