	PURPOSE:
	To provide guidance on the use of new waiver service, Wellness Education.

	BACKGROUND:
	Client wellness is an important goal for all waiver participants.  DDA and ALTSA have designed a personalized wellness education program that provides a monthly wellness newsletter targeted to the unique needs and interests of each participant.

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR CLARIFIED
	Wellness Education is a service available to IFS Waiver Participants as of April 1, 2016.

Case/Resource Managers may offer Wellness Education to their Individual and Family Services, Basic Plus and Core waiver participants.

Wellness Education provides participants with monthly individualized printed educational materials designed to assist the participant in managing health related issues and achieving wellness goals identified in their person-centered service plan that address health and safety issues.

Wellness educational materials are selected for the participant by the wellness education provider’s algorithm and are based on the participant’s DDA assessment.  Goals, diagnoses, treatments, conditions, and other factors identified in the DDA assessment provide the basis for the algorithm to select educational materials for the participant.

	ACTION:
	Case/Resource Managers may authorize Wellness Education for their participants on the Individual and Family Services, Basic Plus and Core waivers who are interested in this service.  Wellness Education may be an appropriate service for participants without another monthly waiver service.

Wellness Education is included in Aggregate Services for participants on the Basic Plus waiver.

Wellness Education is included as a service available within the IFS Annual Allocation.

An authorization must be entered before the service is provided.  The vendor will know to send the Wellness Education material based on information that an authorization has been created.
