	SUBJECT:
	Changes in Budget Tracking and ProviderOne Edits

	PURPOSE:
	To alert Case Managers to the need to track Basic Plus Waiver, Individual and Family Services Waiver, and Individual and Family Services State Plan budgets manually.  ProviderOne edits that aid in tracking budget limits will be set to ignore until the correct plan dates are sent to ProviderOne.

	BACKGROUND:
	Edits in ProviderOne were created to help staff track when authorization amounts exceed budget limits.  The dates currently sent to ProviderOne to create client limits are based on the program year.  In most cases the program year matches the plan year, however, these dates are no longer synchronized in many cases.

Currently, program dates cannot be manually synchronized with plan dates and it would be unwieldy to have staff track the program year when the plan year is on a different schedule.

This difficulty with program dates has created inaccurate authorization errors, which results in increased workload to field staff.  These edits are intended to help Case Managers check against spending outside of client budgets, but are not the primary means of budget tracking; therefore, these edits have been turned off.
