	SUBJECT:
	Rate and Authorization Changes for Adult Family Home Respite

	PURPOSE:
	Notification that the unit rate for respite in Adult Family Homes and the maximum number of units that can be authorized has changed.

	BACKGROUND:
	The respite unit rate for Adult Family Homes was $2.51 per unit and the maximum number of units was 32, or eight hours, in a 24-hour period.

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR CLARIFIED
	Effective July 1, 2016:

Adult family home providers providing up to nine hours of respite in a 24-hour period shall receive the Respite Hourly Rate of $14.76 for each hour of service provided.

Adult Family Home providers who provide nine or more hours of respite services in a 24 hour period, including overnight stays, shall receive a maximum amount of $132.84, which is equivalent to nine hours at the respite hourly rate.

For clients who have a CARE classification Base Daily Rate that is higher than the maximum amount of $132.84, the provider shall receive an additional two hours at the respite hourly rate for a total of 11 hours, which is equivalent to $162.36.

	ACTION:
	Effective July 1, 2016, CRMs will authorize the per unit rate of $3.69 using service code T1005-U1 when respite is provided in an adult family home.

A maximum of 36 units may be authorized within a 24-hour period including overnight stays.

For those clients who have a CARE classification that results in a base daily rate that is higher than the maximum amount of $132.84, the CRM will authorize a maximum of 44 units within a 24-hour period (instead of 36 units) including overnight stays.

Units authorized for respite care may not exceed the amount of service provided.

Example 1:
Bob goes to Happy AFH for six hours of respite.  Bob’s CRM will authorize only six hours (24 units) to Happy AFH because units authorized for respite care may not exceed the amount of service provided.

Example 2:
Julie has a classification level of B Low with corresponding daily AFH rate of $52.72.  She goes to Happy AFH for 16 consecutive hours of respite within a 24-hour period.  Julie’s CRM will authorize only the maximum of nine hours (36 units) to Happy AFH because her daily rate would not exceed the base daily respite rate of $132.84.

Example 3:
Doug has a classification level of E High with a corresponding AFH daily rate of $174.13.  Doug goes to Happy AFH overnight for 18 hours of respite.  Because Doug’s classification level exceeds the base daily respite rate of $132.84 and the respite stay exceeds nine hours, the CRM will authorize the two additional hours that are allowed to equal the total maximum of 11 hours (44 units) to Happy AFH.

Example 4:
Carol has a classification level of E High and her daily rate would exceed the base daily respite rate of $132.84.  Carol goes to Happy AFH for an overnight stay, but the AFH only provides 10 total hours of respite.  Carol’s CRM will authorize a maximum of 10 hours (40 units) to Happy AFH because units authorized for respite care may not exceed the amount of service provided.

Memorandum of Understanding
State of Washington
And
The Adult Family Home Council

The State of Washington (State) and the Adult Family Home Council (AFHC) have agreed to the
following modifications of Article 7 Payment, of the 2015-2017 Collective Bargaining Agreement
(CBA) to reflect rates being paid to adult family home providers providing Respite Services as defined
in WAC 388-845 and WAC 388-825:

Article 7.7 Respite Services

A. Adult family home providers who have a contract with the State to provide Respite
Services as defined in WAC 388-845 and WAC 388-825 shall receive a Respite Hourly
Rate. |

B. Effective July 1, 2016, adult family home providers providing up to nine (9) hours of
respite services in a twenty-four (24) hour period shall receive the Respite Hourly Rate of
fourteen dollars and seventy-six cents ($14.76) per hour for each hour of service
provided.

C. Effective July 1, 2016, adult family home providers who provide nine (9) or more hours
of respite services in a twenty-four (24) hour period, including overnight stays, shall
receive a maximum amount of one hundred thirty-two dollars and eighty four cents
($132.84) which is the equivalent of nine (9) hours at the Respite Hourly Rate.

D. For clients who have a CARE Classification Base Daily Rate that is higher than the
maximum amount of one hundred thirty-two dollars and eighty four cents ($132.84), the
provider shall receive an additional two (2) hours at the Respite Hourly Rate for a total
of eleven (11) hours, which is equivalent to one hundred sixty-two dollars and thirty-six
cents ($162.36).

Additionally, the AFHC understands that payments received by adult family home providers for
Respite Services under Article 7.7 above are not currently being reported on the monthly lists
being provided to the AFHC under Article 3.4 of the CBA. Until such time as these providers
can be incorporated into the monthly lists being provided under Article 3.4 of the CBA, the State
agrees to send a separate report to the AFHC on a monthly basis, including Article 3.4 items 4,
B, C Fand I The first such report will be sent by October 15, 2016 for September 2016
payments.
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
